Course Description:
The course provides an introduction to the historical, philosophical and spiritual foundations of the major religious traditions of the world. The course will examine the lives of their founders, their basic teachings, the historical development of their communities and institutions, and their current status in the world. Using am experiential approach, and the classroom as a space for personal spiritual growth, this course also endeavors to create a more universal understanding and appreciation of one’s own tradition amidst this great cultural variety, in order to foster a more harmonious global community.

Program Learning Outcomes:

1. Catholic theology, its diversity, historical development and position within the broader Christian and human traditions;

2. Christianity and its relationship with other major world religions;

3. Ethics, morality and methods of moral decision making in the Christian tradition;

4. the Catholic Intellectual Tradition, particularly the Marianist tradition of education for service, social justice and peace; 

5. the role of the gospel in both affirming and challenging secular cultural values;

6. the uniqueness of Hawaii and the Pacific Rim as a meeting place for various religious traditions

Course Learning Outcomes:

Upon the completion of this course students will be able to demonstrate:

1. Knowledge of the origins of different religious traditions,  their historical development and their relationship with Christianity (PLO  2)

2. Knowledge of the central concepts of the major world religions  and an ability to compare their central ideas  with the ideas of Christian tradition (PLO2) 

3. An understanding of the sacred sense of religious myth and religious ritual in all religious traditions.

4. An ability to analyze the impact of religions on moral and social life of different nations and compare it with the Christian tradition (PLO3)

5. An understanding of the central role religions play in the formation and transmission of cultures (PLO 5)

6.
An understanding of the necessity of the religious tolerance for the future development of mankind (PLO 6).

Marianist Educational  Philosophy

The confirmation of the religious roots of culture is important theme in our days when religious views are overshadowed by global tendency toward materialism. Religion is the heart of the culture of every nation. It is an important factor in shaping of history, nations, and societies. The studies of the different aspects of world religions as well as the teaching methods of this course are organized in accordance with the following ideas of Marianist educational philosophy:

Educate for formation in faith;

Provide for an integral quality education;

Educate for family spirit;

Educate for service, justice and peace;

Educate for adaptation and change.

Educate for formation in faith

The method of the course intends to help students to find personal significance of the content of the course for each one of them. The understanding that   the development of man means the development of his spiritual self, the increase of the divine in his nature and the presence of this idea in world religions increases the validity of faith for them. 

From the recognition of symbols through the students ascend toward symbolism of life and ultimately toward the religious symbolism thus acknowledging the hierarchy which brings them to the top of it toward the Transcendent.

Provide for an integral quality education

The content of the course opens the awareness of the plurality of the religious traditions; teaches to value and respect the diversity of cultures and unlike world views.

Religion occupies the fundamental place in every culture thus being integral by its very definition. This is why the important objective of this course is to study how the central ideas of world religions were/are expressed in art, literature and various aspects of political and social life 

Educate for family spirit

The developing through the course the understanding of the religion as a unity of men with each other and all men within Transcendent intends to build the awareness of the necessity of faith as an instrument for the achievement of such a unity.

Educate for service, justice and peace

Service to others is the essence of Christian faith, which became the highest value in our global era. One of the goals of the course is to examine from both theoretical and personal point of view the values  people have in relation to Justice our global era. Students will learn about the emergence, the articulation, the transformation, and the structure of values, the kinds of values and their hierarchy with reference to the possibility of their realization through Justice. 

Educate for adaptation and change

This course will help students to understand how important in our time to recognize the existence of both similarities and differences among human forms of life as well as their socio-political environments. IN order to adjust to fluidity of life it is important for students to learn from this course about permanence and change of human values in different cultures, their competition for dominance, their circulation and dissemination. 

COURSE REQUIREMENTS:

· Attendance. Students are expected to attend all the classes, to be prepared, and participate in class discussions and activities. All class activities, discussions and assignments are graded; consequently, the class attendance and participation are essential for a student if he/she wants to receive full credit for the course. Points will be deducted for unexcused absence and class disruptions during the lecture.

· Exams and other graded assignments:
1. Written assignments: there will be a mid-term, a final exam, a research paper, one essay, and different type of quizzes and during the semester. 

2. Presentations: Students will have to do one short presentation in class. 

3. Discussions: Also, there will be graded discussions during the semester.

4. Service Learning: Students who will choose to do SL instead of writing the research paper will not have to submit the research paper 
· Research paper  

Select one of the two options: service-learning or research paper.
Option A: Service Learning –Paper and Journal

· Students will keep a log of activity and hours worked. You must work for a minimum pf 15 hours. You may use the same project for more than one course adding the necessary hours to meet the requirements for both courses.

· Students will keep a journal. After each day’s service students will write a reflection on how that day’s activity affected them and a connection with the course’s content during that week. The journal must be dated to coincide with the student log

· Students have to meet the instructor at least once during the term.

· Students participating in service learning will write a final paper of 4-5 pages that integrates the material learned in class with the service-learning activity

Option B: Research Paper

Requirements:

1. Five Sources - only two (2) of which may be Internet sites - the other three must be articles  or books.

2. 1300 min - 1500 words max. 4 - 5 pages, double spaced, 10 pt. Type

3. Endnotes 
4. Cover Page - Name, Class, Teacher, Time, Title.

5. Introduction, main body, conclusion, page with works sited and bibliography. 

6. Introduction (1 page) includes the goal, the purposes of research and brief description of the sources used (what did you take from each of the sources (one paragraph for each source)

Schedule:

1. Library research. (topic consultation with teacher)

2. Thesis and Outline - typed (1%)

3. First Draft - Peer Draft Evaluation - Editing (1%.)

4. Paper (8%). Due date – 4-th week of the semester; paper could be turned in at any time before due date. 

Some Topics for the Research Papers:

1. Describe and analyze the religious art of any ancient culture of your choice. 

2. Analyze the sacred sense of festivals, ceremonies, and  processions in ancient Egypt

3. Research ONE of the religious symbols of one any religious tradition.

4. Examine the ideas expressed in poetry of one of the Sufi poets (Rabia or Rumi, or one of the great poets-Omar Khayyam, Hafiz, Jami).

5. The controversy over Jerusalem: Judaism, Christianity & Islam.

6. Focus on one of the Buddhist schools in depth. 

7. Compare and contrast Jesus’ use of parables with the purpose and function of koan in Zen Buddhism

8. Explore specific marriage practices and rituals in Islam and compare with those of Hinduism or Judaism.

9. Research and describe one of the interpretations of the story of Adam and Eve.

10. How are the themes of Paradise expressed in Muslim art?

11. Compare the use and meaning of space in Islamic Architecture with that in Taoist-inspired drawings.

12. Explore the history of one of the Chinese arts and how it was influenced by either Taoism or Confucianism

13. Research one of the arts influenced by Buddhism. Connect the expressions of that art with Buddhist themes and practices
