      NOTES ON ASSIGNMENTS AND ATTENDANCE
Textbook Reading:  Each week, read and note your personal reactions, questions and connections to the assigned chapters before the Tuesday class. (Same chapter for Thursday class.) The textbook will be used regularly and completely throughout the course, so bring it except on days with guest speakers
Quizzes: There will be three quizzes based on a blending of in-class and textbook learning with Praxis II practice questions and Hawaii Content and Performance Standards.  HCPS III can be found on LiveText and at the HDOE website, http://doe.k12.hi.us/standards ).  The final exam will be on WebCT.
Observation and Participation:  Your O&P experience is central to your learning in this course. For each visit, use the questions provided to guide your classroom experience and reflection. Written reports on focused aspects of your 10 hours of O&P due by the end of Weeks 5, 7, 10 and 12. Guest speakers: Complete any assigned, related readings. Use WebCT to share a reflection on what you learned from the speaker and how you will take this into your own teaching. The unique experiences of guests provide an important learning opportunity for us now, and for your students in the future.
Website reviews:  Locate and evaluate an approved website related to the content of this course (for example, www.readwritethink ). Other electronic resources such as those found on LiveText or software in C-TRAC can also be used.  Sign up for your choice so that no two are the same, then post your review on WebCT by the end of the third week of class.
Signature assignment:  Create two lesson plans, one with a focus on reading, the second on writing. One upper elementary (grades 4-6), one for lower (K-2).  See LiveText for template and rubric.
Service Learning:  A minimum of 3 hours of volunteer literacy tutoring with follow-up reflection on how the experience enhanced your learning about any aspect of the course.
