	UNIVERSITY POLICIES:
	Attendance
Graduate programs are presented in 10-week accelerated semesters. Each class meets four hours once each week during the term. Where class schedules are interrupted for some reason, the instructor will arrange to make up the missing meeting. In general, University policy requires students to attend all class meetings of the course for which they are registered. If an emergency prevents the student from attending, the instructor should be informed immediately. Because graduate terms are accelerated, no more than one class absence can be allowed. Missing more than 1 hour of a class will be counted as an absence. More than one absence will result in a failing grade for the course. The student is responsible for making up any work missed during an excused absence. It is the student’s responsibility to contact the instructor prior to the next class meeting to determine make up work for the missed class. Points will be deducted from the overall class grade (up to 10 %) for an unexcused absence or for an excused absence for which work is not made up.


Writing Standards
All work submitted by Chaminade University students must meet the following writing standards. Written assignments should:

1. Use correctly the grammar, spelling, punctuation, and sentence structure of Standard Written English. 

2. Develop ideas, themes, and main points coherently and concisely. 

3. Adopt modes and styles appropriate to their purpose and audience. 

4. Be clear, complete, and effective. 

5. Carefully analyze and synthesize material and ideas borrowed from sources. In addition, the sources of the borrowed material should be correctly acknowledged to avoid plagiarism. 

Plagiarism - “Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory. 

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
