5. Carefully analyze and synthesize material and ideas borrowed from sources. In addition, the sources of the borrowed material should be correctly acknowledged to avoid plagiarism. 

Plagiarism - “Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory. 

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.

	CLASS POLICIES
	1. Class participation:  It is imperative that each student comes to class fully prepared and ready to actively participate in discussions and small group in-class activities.  Your attendance grade will be impacted by your participation level and attendance rate (see the above grading scale). You are responsible for signing the attendance sheet for each class meeting. 

2. Basic courtesy: Be on time and stay for the whole class. Two tardies (15 minutes late) count as one absence.  Turn off your cell phone when the class starts.  If you miss a class, it is your responsibility to find out what you have missed.

3. No make-up for missed exam:  Four exams will be given during the 15 week term. These exams will not be made up except in the event of an emergency situation, i.e. death in the immediate family or hospitalization of the student accompanied with doctor’s note.
4. Assigned reading: Each week there will be assigned readings to be completed prior to class. Make sure this is done before you come to class.
5. Late submission: All papers/ assignments are due the beginning of the class. Any papers that are turned in 15 minutes after class begins will be considered ‘late”.  Late papers will be accepted within one week from the due date and will be penalized by deducting 10% of the points earned per day on that specific paper.
