	CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  
	Introduction to Foundations and Psychology of Education develops students’ understanding and expertise in both teaching and learning with (a) an overview of the historical, social and philosophical aspects of American education and (b) an overview of current theories of learning and development as applied to classroom practice.

Comprehensive overview of historical, philosophical, legal, and sociological principles of education as well as an introduction to theories and basic concepts of educational psychology for effective teaching of diverse student populations in PK-12 classrooms.  This course is required for post baccalaureate licensure.

	· Attendance and Participation:  You will have weekly assignments and both your attendance and participation will be part of your grade. If there is an emergency and you cannot go online during the week, you must let me know prior to your absence. Missed work may NOT be made up once the week has passed so be prepared with a back-up plan if your computer crashes or you will be out of town. 
· Answers to Reflection Assignments: These will be assigned from your weekly readings. Your answer should include reflective statements about your personal responses to the question and will be posted for your classmates to read and reflect upon. Plan to write about 500 words per reflection assignment.  Use your discretion, though.  There may be some weeks you need to elaborate upon responses and others that will be fewer than 500 words.  Be thoughtful!  It is my intention for you to have meaningful experiences with the assignments and group responses. A total of 16 required Reflection Assignments.

· Posted Responses to Classmates Answers:  You will post a response to the work of your classmates each week. You should vary your responses so you have a chance to respond at least once to different people. Postings are due on Fridays of each week and should be approximately 300 words.  Responses should be constructive and professionally written, and used to engage or enhance our understanding of the topics.  A total of 9 required responses.

· The discussions section in WebCT has labeled folders for you to submit your responses each week.  I will post a prompt each Friday to allow you enough time to read, reflect, and respond by the due dates on Wednesdays.

· Classroom Community Profile: You will investigate a classroom and/or school community and complete a written profile to include: physical factors, intellectual and academic levels of the classroom, language development characteristics, social dynamics, and cultural factors that characterize the classroom and/or school community.  It is recommended that you examine the Classroom Community Profile template in the “Course Contents” folder before Week 5 to familiarize yourself with the assignment.  In order to scaffold the assignment, you’ll submit portions of the assignment beginning Week 5:
Week 5- Email me the name of the school you want to investigate.  (The required reading for Week 5 includes definitions and a theoretical framework from which the Classroom Community Profile was developed. The reading will help you understand how to collect data on your classroom or school.)

Week 6- Email me which prompts you want to address. (You are required to analyze at least 2 of the 5 prompts for the Classroom Community Profile, depending on your interest areas or your access to classrooms. If you absolutely do not have access to a single classroom, you may do more of a community profile using prompts 1 and 5). Week 7- Email me 2 sources that support the literature of the topics in the prompts and write a couple of sentences about how you plan to use them in your paper. (Example- If you choose prompt 3-  language development of the class- I expect that you’ll include literature supporting what you’ve learned about language development at the grade level you’ve chosen.) 

Weeks 8 and 9 - used to interview teachers, administrators, community members, or observe classrooms that will help answer the prompts you’ve identified.  

The final Classroom Community Profile will be due by Friday of Week 10 and should be 5-7 pages in length, double spaced, cite at least 2 sources, and include some reflective element.  Be sure to state the prompts you intent to address, how you gathered information, and what data/evidence you’re using to support your argument. 
· Lesson Plan: After reading about different aspects of development and strategies to plan effective lessons, you will design your own lesson plan to include a balance of analytical, practical, and creative abilities, using the 5 E’s.
Week 3- Choose grade level and content of lesson- 5 E’s and objective identification

Week 7- Revise objective and procedures for lesson

Week 8- Design rubric and assessment for lesson

You will choose a grade level and topic, and can use our lesson planning template to create a lesson, considering several factors: diverse learners, developmental stages and abilities of students, standards and assessment, procedures, and management goals.  The lesson plan will be due by Friday on Week 9.  It is my intention that this be a progressive assignment.  You will continue to add or revise your lesson plan as you move through the class.  For example, as you consider how to evaluate your students, it will be important to refer to your readings about assessment and diverse learners.  The lesson planning template is in the Course Contents folder.  An “Ability Verb Chart” is also in the Course contents folder under Lesson Plan.
