Attendance will be taken and monitored according to your online participation. (10 points)
The online week begins every Monday at 6:00 pm, Hawaii time.  At this time I will post a brief lecture outline/notes as well as messages/changes regarding assignments. You are expected to reply, acknowledging receipt of these messages.  This “reply” is your weekly Check-in and is worth ½ pt. for a total of 5 pts. Please “check out” every Sunday (not Saturday or any day before) by midnight, Hawaii time.  Briefly (100 words) summarize the week by sharing one thing that affected you from this week’s discussion.  “Check-out” is also worth ½ point each, for a total of 5 points

Participation in class discussions.  (30 points) 

Each week you are required to respond to the question(s) posted as well as to responses by your fellow learners in the course.  Keep the dialogue active. I expect you to respond to at least two (2) of your classmates per week.  Please try to respond to different classmates each time.  {Make your responses meaningful—not simply “good job”}   I will respond to each of you on occasion but not necessarily each time you post.  Usually, I will read a group of responses and try to reply to your common ideas.  Your responses and mine will be posted out to the whole class.  You are expected to read the assigned textbook chapters and/or online references before posting comments.

Weekly DQ responses are due Wednesday, 6:00 pm Hawaii time.  The two required responses to classmates are due Saturday, midnight, Hawaii time.  

A note on posting:  After reading the weekly DQ, hit “Reply” so that all DQ responses will be threaded under the main DQ.  After reading a classmate’s response, hit “reply” so that your response will be threaded under their response.  This helps keep the discussion topics organized.  If you have a new idea, your are welcome to start a new thread and label it, “New idea!”

Real Life Assessment Paper (5 points)

How do we use assessment in our everyday lives?  Consider the decisions you make daily.  Where does assessing come into your life?  How does it affect your behavior? Does assessment come naturally to you, or do you have to make a conscious effort reflect and rate?  The purpose of this paper is to begin thinking of how we can help students transfer this classroom skill into their real lives.  Please answer this honestly in 1-2 pages, APA format.  Please refer to an APA manual or guide on the internet.  Grammar and format will be heavily graded.  No references are needed.

Classroom Assessment Lesson Plan Part I (10 points)

Assessments are meaningless if they are not aligned with the lessons and activities taught in the classroom.  But which comes first, the lesson or the assessment?  For this assignment, design a lesson with a clear and thoughtful objective(s).  Make sure it is realistic and aligned to your state standards.  Include a specific assessment tool (quiz, test, interview, product) that will help you determine whether or not the objective was achieved.  I will be looking at how your assessment is aligned with your objective.

Classroom Assessment Lesson Plan Part II (15 points)

The second part of this assignment revolves around the scoring and follow-through of the previous assessment.  Begin by describing your expected outcomes for the assessment, and include all levels (developing, meeting, and exceeding).  Design a rubric that clearly outlines these outcomes.  Then, briefly describe how you will work with students at each of these three levels to help them achieve the objective.  For students that are meeting/exceeding, how will you strengthen their understanding or help them move on?  The two most important components to this assignment are the role of the student in the assessment process, and how you use the assessment to determine your next steps (to inform instruction).

Philosophy on Assessment Paper (15 points)

Parents and teachers are not the only people interested in student progress.  The national government, the state government, your local school district, legislators, even educational publishers are interested in how students “score.”  There are a lot of stakeholders who may try to impose their values and concerns on you.  While “testing” is necessary, it should not drive your teaching and assessment practices.  Based on readings from our text and at least three other references, describe your philosophy on assessment.  What is the purpose(s) of assessment? What role will it play in your classroom?  How will you fulfill “testing” requirements and “teach to the test?”   Please do not simply repeat the text’s theories.  Apply them to your own teaching expectations and experiences.

Assignments need to be grammatically correct and conform to APA style.

PowerPoint (15 points)

Parents are generally busy people, and the bottom line for them is their children’s grades.  They want to know how teachers arrive at the grades, and what the grades represent.  Your job is to “enlighten” parents as to how you use assessment to help students learn, and how “grades” reflect their progress.

Design a PowerPoint presentation for a mock Parent Night in which you help parents understand “Assessment for Learning.”

In 8-12 slides clearly describe and illustrate your classroom assessment practices.
Use the text plus at least two other sources as references.
Please make this as “real” as possible.  If you are able to receive permission, please use actual photos. 
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
