	Other Assignments
	Attendance and Participation: Points will be given to students who arrive on time and stay the entire session, participate readily in class discussions, and turn in homework on time. Be prepared to discuss readings and turn in assigned question on Tuesday of each week; unless otherwise posted, all other assignments are due on Thursdays.  Your engaged participation is important in our group discussions, and will be counted in this part of the grade.

These knowledge reviews are designed to assist you in fine-tuning your skills in analysis, synthesis, and in providing short-answer responses. Each knowledge review will consist of 4 short-answer questions.
