	Attendance: (100 points) Points will be given to students who arrive on time and stay the entire session, participate in class discussions, and turn in homework on time. 10 weeks @ 10 points per week. 

Questions from Readings (8 @ 10 points each) There are 8 assigned questions to answer. Each question should be answered with a minimum 2 page response and should contain content from the chapter as well as your own thoughts. The answers should be written in APA style, 12 point font and double-spaced. You do not need a title page or reference page for these answers but you do need to provide citations from the text within the paper.
