	COURSE ASSESSMENT:
	

	Criteria 
	Attendance: (45 points) Points will be given to students who arrive on time and stay the entire session, participate in class discussions, and turn in homework on time. 15 weeks @ 3 points per week. 
Questions from Readings (12 @ 5 points each) There are 12 assigned questions to answer. Each question should be answered with a minimum 2 page response and should contain content from the chapter as well as your own thoughts. The answers should be written in APA style, 12 point font and double-spaced. You do not need a title page for these answers 

Quizzes (12 @ 5 points each) Quizzes will be due at the beginning of class each Thursday except the 1st, the 8th and the 15th weeks of class. You may opt not to take the quizzes if you prefer to take the mid-term and final. If you have a B or better on the cumulative total of your quizzes you may waive the mid-term and/or final.     

Mid-term (30 points) The mid-term is a 6-8 page paper with questions that ask you to synthesize information from the first half of the semester. Mid-Terms must be written in APA style, 12 point font, double spaced, with citations and references in appropriate APA style. Writing quality must meet at least a 4 on the university writing rubric in order to pass. Mid-Term may be waived if 1st six Quiz grades equal a B or better.  

Final (30 points) The Final is a 6-8 page paper with questions that ask you to synthesize information from the last half of the semester.  Finals must be written in APA style, 12 point font, double spaced, with citations and references in appropriate APA style. Writing quality must meet at least a 4 on the university writing rubric in order to pass. Final may be waived if 2nd six Quiz grades equal a B or better.  

Signature Assignment (65 points) The Signature Assignment is a four part assignment designed to support you in learning to plan and teach the language arts effectively, and to reflect on your work as a teacher. See Signature Assignment Handout and Livetext posting for assignment details and rubric.
