This assignment is designed to help you integrate content from the readings. Write one - two, double-spaced, page(s) for a total of 7. Due as assigned 

Literature Based Lesson Plan:  

This requirement will demonstrate an understanding of  integrating curriculum in a lesson created around a broad theme. A balanced approach of lesson planning and delivery utilizing Arealia@ will be incorporated.  Students will select one piece of Multi cultural  literature and develop an integrated lesson plan demonstrating  knowledge of second language acquisition.  

 Student Presentation:  

Students will demonstrate the literature based lesson plan to the class using the Into, Through and Beyond lesson planning design or a design of your choice.  Be sure all materials necessary for the lesson are organized and on hand. 




Read Aloud:  Reader of the Day:

 Read aloud to the class a self- selected piece of Multi cultural children=s literature.  Begin the read aloud with a summary or Abook walk@. Practice your reading to ensure the use of intonation, reading of punctuation and knowledge of the text.  Complete the reading by asking several questions to measure comprehension.  

Reading time:   10 minutes or less

Signature Assignment:  Research paper and Power-point Presentation:  The research paper should focus on a particular culture or sub-culture. Choose a group that does or will appear in your classroom or that you wish to learn more about and is different from your own background.  In your paper be sure to include the following as SPECIFIC subtopics within your paper: 

*The history and percentage of the group in the state as well as in public school settings.

*Use of language, time and space in the group 

*Barriers to learning in the traditional American mainstream school setting.

*Traditional learning styles of the group

*Teaching styles and pedagogy that show promise in working with the group, as well as some practices that do not appear useful, especially with reference to assessment practices.

*Personal experiences with the group

Paper must be written in APA style for the title page, body and references section, including use of 12 point font, double spacing throughout, correct use of citations in the body of the paper, and correct form for the references section. Minimum of 10 pages. The power-point slide show should be prepared for a community audience of parents and other teachers. It should have a minimum of 7-10 slides.
