1. Reading Case Study Essays - Each week students will respond to the assigned readings from the text. Use the information from the text to formulate your ideas, reactions, and analyses of the concepts and issues. Your responses will be posted for the other students and the professor to read. You will receive from 0 - 3 points weekly toward your final grade for your reading reflection essay.   Reflection case study essay is due by Sunday – 11:59 pm – Hawaii time of each week.

2.  Weekly Comments Discussions -

           from the weekly readings, your own ideas and personal        

           experiences, other online research  sources, and other texts 
           and research to respond to the discussion issue.

           will be interactive with other students in the class.  I expect you 

           to read  your classmates’ views and respond to  a minimum of 
          two classmates.  You will receive 0 - 3 points weekly toward   

          your final grade for your discussion response and the

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
