TO ALL CRIMINAL JUSTICE/HUMAN SERVICE/PSYCHOLOGY/SOCIOLOGY STUDENTS

You should be aware that the topics covered in my criminal justice, human service, psychology and sociology courses deal with REAL LIFE situation. Should you become employed in any division of these criminal justice/human service fields you will find yourself hearing, seeing, smelling, and otherwise utilizing all you senses while dealing with extremely offensive people and even more offensive circumstances and situations.  This career field is neither for the “faint of heart” nor the squeamish.

It is important for you to fully understand that just because we TEACH this information; it should in no way be considered to mean we ADVOCATE such a way of life.  No one is asking you to adopt these actions and/or language use for your own; just understand that it is part and parcel of the life faced by criminal justice and human service personnel and it must be dealt with in order to bring about justice and fairness to all citizens.

If you have any questions regarding this discussion, please feel free to contact me immediately.  If I do not receive any inputs from you then I will assume that you fully understand and can comply with the program content.
