Course Description:  Math 98 is designed to improve basic mathematic skills and provide an introduction to algebra while preparing students for MA100 or MA 103.  Topics include: Whole numbers, Fractions, Decimals, Percents, Statistics, Geometry and an introduction to Algebra.  The course will focus on computation as well as on problem solving. Strategies.

Course Objectives:  The objective of the course is to provide the beginning student with the mathematic skills necessary to continue in the study of algebra and related areas.  After successfully completing this course the student should be well prepared to continue on to take the next level math class at Chaminade..

Attendance: Success in any math class is highly dependent on consistent attendance. The student is expected to attend all classes and in the event of an absence the student is still responsible for all material presented in class as well as any assigned homework. It’s a good idea to share phone numbers with several students in class in the event that you cannot reach the instructor.

Schedule of Events: The instructor has a tentative schedule of events outlining what sections and/or activities will be covered daily.  Because she is interested in gearing the activities to suit the progress of each individual class, she will not publish a schedule to be distributed to the class.  However, should you be interested in specifics, you are  invited to confer with the instructor.

Homework:  To do well in this class you need to complete all assigned homework. A homework assignment will be given at the end of each class meeting and the topic will be a part of the class discussion in the next class meeting.  If you are forced to miss class contact a fellow classmate or myself (via e-mail) so that you can make up the assignment before the next class session.

Student Evaluation:  Your final grade will be determined according to the percentage of   points that you accumulate for quizzes, tests and a cumulative final exam.

· Chapter quizzes will be given after each chapter excluding chapter 8.
If you are forced to miss a chapter quiz, for whatever reason, you can make up  that quiz however,  you will be awarded only half the points you would have received had the quiz been taken on time.

· Tests will be give after Chapters 1, 2 and  3 and Chapters 4,  5 and 6.  In the event that you miss any test, make-up tests are discouraged and will only be given in the case of an extended illness or emergency. In this case you need to bring in necessary official documentation (doctor’s note, etc.) and your request for a make-up test will be handled on an individual basis.  If you cannot provide official documentation you may be allowed to take the test but only awarded half the points you would have received had the test been taken on time.

· The Cumulative Final Exam will cover all Chapters but will focus on Chapters 7 – 8.  The final exam will be administered on the last day of class.   (Aug. 15)

Your final grade will be determined according to the percentage of  points that you accumulate for chapter quizzes, tests and a cumulative final exam.
