Course Description:

This course is an introduction to major forms of communication with activities to learn effective communication skills for two-person, small groups and public speaking situations.

6) Learn effective group discussion techniques

Class Attendance & Policies:

Due to the nature of the course, attendance is required for every class. An absence is considered “unexcused” without valid documentation and will carry a 10-point deduction.  If you cannot attend class, it is standard policy to notify the instructor beforehand, especially if you cannot take an exam or give a speech. Standard policy for not attending the day of a required speech or exam results in a 10% penalty deducted for the assignment for an unexcused absence. After 3 unexcused absences, there will be a one letter drop in the grade.  All speech assignments and exams must be completed in order to earn credit for the class.
