	CATALOG DESCRIPTION:  
	ED 684 - The culminating experience course is a capstone course that draws upon principles you learned in previous courses, the methods, and content acquired throughout the M.Ed. experience. The purpose of the culminating experience is to produce original work that demonstrates one’s ability to analyze and synthesize major ideas and principles gained in the courses, thereby providing the necessary framework to help candidates succeed in producing a graduate level culminating product. 



	MAJOR COURSE TOPICS
	1. This course will cover the key issues and concepts from the five core courses in the M.Ed. program and ED 604.   

	PROGRAM OUTCOMES:
	The M.Ed. program will prepare graduate candidates who are able to apply practices.

	  Weekly assignments 

Each week students will post assignments on the appropriate thread.  Use critical thinking to formulate your ideas, reactions, and analyses of the concepts and issues.  Your assignments will be posted for the other students and professor to read.  You will receive the posted points for your weekly assignments based on the rubric below. Your assignments are due by Sunday – midnight – Hawaii time of each week.
 Weekly response assignments  ( 10 @ 3 points each – 30 points    total)

Each week students will respond to the posting of other students derived from the weekly assignments. Your responses will be interactive with other students in the class.  Read your classmates’ assignments and respond to a minimum of three.  You will receive 0 – 3 points weekly toward your final grade for the quality of your interactive responses to other students in the class.  Your weekly  assignments are due by Sunday – midnight – Hawaii time of each week.  Your responses to classmates are due by Tuesday - midnight – Hawaii time of each week.
Rubric for Weekly Responses and Assignments 

3 – Responses  accurately reflect topics being discussed.  Multiple sources of evidence were used to justify responses.  Responses had insight and were thoroughly discussed.

2 – Responses partially reflect topics being discussed. Only one or two sources of evidence were cited.  Response lacked thorough discussion and insight was lacking.

1 – Most responses were not accurate.  No evidence was cited.

Assignments - 

Assignment #1 (10 points): Write a 2-3 page paper describing your educational philosophy and how you apply it daily in your classroom. If you have written one in the past, you may use it, with revisions, in order to reflect your current philosophy. 

Assignment #2 (10 points): Write a 1-page analysis paper on your experience in ED702 Introduction to Research and Design. Reflect on how ED702 relates to your emphasis at Chaminade. 

Assignment #3 (15 points): Write a 2-3 page summary of ED 604, Managing Classroom Environments. Describe the main components of sound and effective classroom management. Submit your ‘Rules and Consequences’ that you currently use in the classroom or plan to use.

Assignment #4 (15 points): Write a 2-3 page analysis paper on your experience in ED 675, Learning Styles and Learning Theory. Describe how you will apply and incorporate the course content into your teaching curriculum.

Assignment #5 (10 points): Describe how you will use the information gained in ED 652 Multicultural Education. This 2-3 page paper should focus on how you will teach multicultural students and provide students of diversity a safe learning environment. How did the signature assignment for this course correlate to the course objectives and or student outcomes?

Assignment #6 (30 points): Critical Thinking Observation Journal - A written daily journal will be kept for a five day period. Choose one course content area to observe and record. Example,  if your focus is on ED 675, you would be recording various learning styles you used on a particular day and reflect on its effectiveness. The journal preferably would be written from your classroom observations in your own classroom. The following information should be included in the journal:

· Describe objective reactions to what was observed and experienced.  Use concise, non-judgmental descriptors (e.g., numbers, physical descriptions, describe things sequentially).  The observations are based on facts without opinions.

· Describe subjective reactions to observations.  How do you feel?  Rate, judge, and critique what you observed and experienced.  Opinions are based on facts.

· Describe how you would change or use what you observed in your teaching with reasons for changes.

· What educational theories from your course readings (various courses) were reflected, used or contradicted in your observations and experiences?

Assignment #7 (10 points) Write a 1-page analysis paper on your experience in ED 685 Assessing Teaching and Learning. Describe your assessment preferences and why you use them. Have you changed the types of assessments you use in your classroom?

Assignment #8 (30 points) Reread the book The Soul of Education by Rachel Kessler. The book is from ED 670, Issues of Peace and Social Justice. Write a 3-5 page paper answering the following questions. How can you use the knowledge to form an overarching perspective applicable in the classroom? Explain how this philosophy can be used in various content areas and hypothetical or real life situations.

Assignment #9 (30 points) Develop three (3) lesson plans that incorporate the principles of ED 670 into the lesson. The lessons can be from a variety of content areas and or courses you have taken at Chaminade. Clearly identify where or what in your lesson applies to ED 670. Lesson template will be posted in class messages thread. Post to WebCT.

Assignment # 10 (15 points): Reflective Paper on Education.

How have your ideas and attitudes about education changed? How do you see yourself changing and/or influencing people such as 

colleagues, students, their families etc. in your educational setting? This should be written in APA format. It must be 3-4 pages in length and you must use a minimum of 3 references. 

This will be posted to WebCT. 

Assignment #11 (25 points): Culminating Portfolio - You will compile the work you did in this class including your educational philosophy, lesson plans, assignments from this course, and signature assignments from the 5 core classes as a culmination of the work you have done in the Chaminade program. 

This will be posted in LiveText as your Signature Assignment. 

You may want to include a table of contents, references are mandatory, as well as a title page with or without art work. Print up your own copy as a resource for yourself in your classroom.
