	ED234 Introduction to  Early Childhood Education II (AUP) (3)

Focus is on developing competencies required for the Child Development Associates credential. Areas in this course include physical, social-emotional and intellectual development, communication, creativity and program management. This is a writing intensive course. Prerequisite(s): ED 233 (may be taken concurrently)



	MAJOR COURSE TOPICS
	Students will continue to learn about and apply the professional competencies to their work with young children in order to obtain their Child Development Associate Credential. This course is reviews developmental growth, health and safety, social and emotional development, physical and intellectual competence, and establishing productive relationships with families.

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.
