CATALOG DESCRIPTION

This basic course in the key skills is necessary for the successful study and comprehension of academic textbooks.  Skills highlighted are:  building vocabulary through context clues, finding main ideas, determining significant details and relationships of ideas, outlining, understanding graphic material and interpreting figurative language.  Weekly timed readings encourage increased proficiency.  Enrollment determined by performance on reading placement test.  Credit not applicable to degree requirements.  Offered every Fall semester.  Credit/no credit.

Activities Required at Scheduled Times Other Than Class Times

· Homework, including but not limited to CompClass discussion board postings, quizzes, reading of textbooks, and other homework that may be noted in class

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

In order to successfully complete this class a student must demonstrate the following competencies:

A. Incorporate newly-learned vocabulary in reading and writing assignments.

B. Apply literal, interpretive, and critical reading skills to comprehend and analyze various types of reading material in different reading situations.

C. Use an appropriate reading-study system to understand and retain information in informative material.

D. Select and recode relevant key ideas in linear or visual form and in summary format.

Students should come to class prepared to use and to demonstrate the following abilities in order to succeed in this class:

1. An ability to work independently in order to accomplish specific tasks, i.e., homework, research, writing, etc.
2. An ability to successfully manage time in order to complete all tasks

3. An ability to follow directions

4. An ability to ask questions in order to clear up misunderstandings, clarify directions, or seek assistance (if needed)

COURSE TASKS

1. Attend class daily.

2. Complete all assigned readings on time.

3. Complete all assigned homework and other assignments on time.

4. Utilize library and other resources for scholarly credibility.

5. Take the initiative to ask the instructor relevant questions both inside and outside of class.

6. Contribute to class discussions. 

CompClass Discussion Board Postings - 148 points (14.8%)

In order to become great students, practice is required. To that end, we will be employing the use of CompClass Discussion Board Postings entries in this class. Two, 250-word CompClass Discussion Board Postings per week will be required for the first twelve weeks, with a word count indicated at the end of the posting. There should be no concern for grammar, punctuation, or paragraphs as the purpose of these entries is to provide you with practice summarizing and debating with your fellow classmates. The most important part of an entry is the content. If you choose to respond to another student’s posting, you must be respectful when responding. There is no tolerance for name-calling, degradation, or any other form of slander against another student. In other words, attack the issue or argument, not the person. For each additional 250-word entry, you will receive 4 points (up to 16 points maximum).


Topics for discussion forum postings for the first twelve weeks (or 24 postings) shall be newspaper article summaries.  Choose two newspaper articles per week to summarize.  Decide what the author's main point (or thesis) is, what the support for that thesis is, and then take a position and argue either for it or against it based upon what you have learned.  Be sure to mention what newspaper you got this information from.  You should include a link to the article if you retrieved it from the Internet.

For the remaining three weeks of the semester, each 250-word discussion board posting shall be based upon the assigned reading from Moloka'i.  You will be responsible for posting one original posting with a question posed at the end of the posting and for replying to a classmate's posting.  You should have a total of twelve postings.  Your postings should include information such as what intrigued you, what surprised you, what you expect will happen next, or some other form of meaningful commentary.  Do not summarize the reading!  Unlike the previous twelve weeks, your classmates will have read the chapters in Moloak'i.  Assume that they are intelligent enough to comprehend both the reading and your question.
HOMEWORK/EXERCISES - 120 points (12%) 

As indicated in the week-by-week outline, exercises will be required to be completed each week. It will be based upon the information gleaned from the Making it Work chapters that have been covered that week and from information discussed in class.  Each set of exercises that you complete or questions that you answer is worth points.  Provided you have put forth your best effort, you will get full credit.  These exercises are mandatory.

Attendance/CLASS PARTICIPATION - 72 points (7.2%)

It is each student’s responsibility to be in class and on time as much as humanly possible. Students will not be counted as "present" unless they are in class for the entire instructional period. All students are requested not to forget that this applies to everyone. One point will be added to your points for each class attended. If you fall asleep, text message, or are otherwise inattentive, you will lose that point. Unless you are able to provide written documentation as to why you were not in class (an excused absence, i.e., doctor's/employer’s note), your absence will be considered unexcused. Three unexcused absences will result in a one-letter reduction in your grade. I strictly enforce this policy, so don't gamble that I will not.  Since this is a class utilizing discussion as one of its methods of teaching, you cannot expect to learn something unless you are sitting in the classroom discussing the material. You are responsible for all missed assignments. 


If you are disruptive or otherwise inattentive (text messaging, playing on the computer, etc.), you will be asked to leave the room and you will receive an unexcused absence for the day.  

If you miss a class, please talk to a peer to find out what you missed.  I do not repeat lectures or discussions.  When you return, all papers that were due during your absence are due on the day you return.  No late papers will be accepted.

Tardiness in any way, shape, or form is not tolerated.  You are expected to be at your job on time.  This is your job.  Your job is to be in the class before the time to start class has been reached.  Being tardy two times will be considered an unexcused absence. Since this is a class utilizing discussion as one of its methods of teaching, you cannot expect to learn something unless you are sitting in the classroom discussing the material.  You are responsible for all missed assignments.  

"THINKING ABOUT THE SELECTION" - 100 points (10%) 

Appendix A of Making it Work contains readings that will be assigned weekly (see the schedule).  You will be required to read the story and answer each of the "Thinking about the Selection" questions.  These assignments will be due each Monday at the beginning of class.  If it is not turned in at the beginning of class, you will be docked one letter grade by the end of class.  Unless you are dead or in a documented coma, there will be NO EXCEPTIONS. For every class meeting day you are late in turning in your paper, you will be docked one full letter grade. Papers more than three class meeting days late are not eligible for points.

COMPASS EXAM – 300 points (30%)
In order to pass this class, you will need to pass the Compass Exam with a score of 81 or highter.  I strongly urge you to learn something about this examination.  The official website is www.act.org/compass.  This website includes sample examination questions, so it would be a great idea to look at the questions, familiarize yourself with what you need to pay attention to, and practice.  If you need additional computerized practice exams for grammar and punctuation, please go to the Exercise Central website: http://bcs.bedfordstmartins.com/exercisecentral   For additional computerized practice exams for reading, please go to the textbook website:  bedfordstmartins.com/makingitwork


NOTE:  You may take the Compass exam at any time during the semester.  You will need to make arrangements with me.  You may take this exam as often as you'd like and take as long as you'd like.  No class time (other than the day of the final exam) will be provided to take this examination.  When and how often you take this exam is totally up to you.  This exam must be taken (and passed) by the end of the semester.
VOCABULARY COMP BOOK– 150 points (15%)
In the Journal section of CompClass, choose five vocabulary words from the assigned chapter.  For each word, find the root word (the portion of the word that "started it all," and from which other words are formed and created.  Next, find three other words that share the same root word.  Define these three words.  Write a sentence for each of these three words.  To earn full credit, you will need 15 sentences per entry.  Be sure to date each entry!  The comp book (journal) will be graded at un-announced times during the semester, so keep current with this!

READING QUIZZES ON MOLOKA'I – 60 points (6%)

For each daily reading on the book Moloka'i, we will start each class off with a quiz on the reading.  There will be twelve quizzes, five points each.  

INQUIRY PROJECT(S) – 50 points (5%)
Are you curious about something that you've read in the book Moloka'i?  As you read through material this semester, there should be something that catches your eye and sparks your curiosity.  For example, is the leper colony on Moloka'i still active?  For this portion of your grade, you will need to fully develop one to two inquiry projects.  Their value will be totally dependent upon you, what you want to do, and what questions you want to answer.


For each inquiry project, you will need to address a low-level question, a mid-level question, and a high-level question.  For example, questions for the Moloka'i leper colony question might include the following:  Low-level:  What is leprosy (Hansen's Disease)?  Mid-level:  How is this disease contracted?  High-level:  Given what was known about Hansen's Disease at the time of the start of the leper colony on Molokai, were the actions of the Hawaiian government to isolate these patients justified?  A good place to begin looking for some ideas on this project is in the Reading Group Guide found at the back of your book.


You must seek and obtain approval from me prior to launching into this (these) project(s).  For each project, you will need to do the following:

· Propose the project.  A brief summary of what you would like to explore, including questions, should be on this proposal.  You will also need to include a word count on how much you plan to write on this subject.  Indicate how many points you think this project is worth.  Based on your completeness, I will either approve the points agreed upon or specify deficiencies.

· Explore the project.  Here is where your questions may change.  If they do, come see me so that we can explore this project.

· Write the project.  Using sources, discover the answers to your questions.  Write it up, and be sure to make the word count you agreed to and include a bibliography.

· Present the project to the class in a brief (5-10 minute) presentation in any style you choose:  powerpoint, interpretive dance, handout, whatever.  See me for approval of this presentation and to secure the date to present the information you discovered.

NOTE:  You do not need to hand your paper in at the same time as your presentation—the components to this project can be done in pieces.


Basic Guidelines for Written Assignments:  

Place your name in the top left corner of the first page as noted.

LEARNING RESOURCES

Students are expected to obtain and to bring with them to each class meeting the following books:  Making It Work by Robert DiYanni and a dictionary.  For the time period we are covering Moloka'i by Alan Brennert, students are expected to bring this book with them to class.  Additionally, students will be required to have access to the Internet in order to fully participate in CompClass Discussion Board Postings and quizzes and to check for daily announcements. Although you are not required to own a computer, access to both a computer and the Internet is a "must" for this class.

Additional Information 
A "UNIVERSITY PERFORMANCE" STANDARD - Students are expected to make a very serious academic commitment to their success in their course. This is demonstrated by maintaining the syllabus schedule as a minimum, or working ahead of it with respect to all readings and by submitting all papers on time as indicated above without fail. It is always strongly recommended that students work slightly ahead of the syllabus whenever possible to compensate for the unexpected.

PLAGIARISM POLICY – Chaminade University of Honolulu defines plagiarism as follows:  

Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:  

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgement to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgement of the source of a text is always mandatory.

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgement.

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual. (Student Handbook 49)

If you are caught plagiarizing in any manner that even remotely resembles the Chaminade University policy, you will be dealt with severely. This could include punishment from a zero on the assignment to an expulsion from the class or university. If plagiarism is suspected, the student will be expected to conference with me, producing every single piece of documentation used in the assignment, and to orally defend their paper. If concern is still raised, or if the student requests independent assessment, then the student shall be expected to appear before a panel of three professors (one of whom shall be this professor) with all evidence of documented sources and orally defend his/her paper. In short, don't do it. 

INCOMPLETE:  An Incomplete is not automatically given. An Incomplete is only considered when less than 20% of all coursework is left to complete and only under extreme circumstances. In short, don't expect it.
