Course Catalogue Description: A multicultural approach to studying the world’s modern civilizations, it examines their political, social, economic and cultural evolutions. It focuses on modern moral and ethical dilemmas such as the colonization of peoples, world wars, genocide programs, women’s rights and the ecological consequences of industrialization. Along with historical knowledge, the course emphasizes the development of reading, writing, speaking and cognitive skills crucial to success in college and beyond.

Course Goals: This course is an introduction to the story of World Civilization after 1500. It surveys the various events that have formed our world community. It traces the growth of individual nations and their effect on others on an international level. Goals for the student in this course are to:
· Demonstrate an understanding of the diverse people of the world and how they progressed to their standing in the world today

· Be able to discuss the effect of key events on the nations of this era

· Understand issues of today based on the histories of the nations involved

· Be open to studying more about the areas of history that you have become interested in

Final Exam:  The test will consist of questions related to the subject matter of the entire course. The test will be based on the textbook, classroom lectures and discussions. It will be made up of multiple choice questions, identification questions and essays. 

Weekly Quiz: This quiz will be given at the beginning of each class. The questions will be on the material covered in the prior class. It will be made up of multiple choice, identification and essays.

Class Participation and Attendance:  Students should add to the class by asking questions, answering questions and providing additional insight on the subject matter being discussed.  Attendance is requested for all sessions. Please notify your instructor in advance if you need to miss a class.

Classroom Study Assignments: During class certain study activities relevant to the subject matter being studied will be assigned to students as a part of the learning experience. These will be both individual and group efforts and will be graded.

Class Paper:  A class paper will be assigned to give the students the opportunity to demonstrate his/her mastery of the course subject matter. It will be due on the final class day of the session. Details of the requirements of the paper will be provided at the first class session.

Academic Honesty:  Cheating will not be tolerated and will be dealt with according to the rules of the University. This includes dishonesty in taking an exam and plagiarism in writing a paper. Plagiarism is the offering of the work of another as one’s own. 

Student Class Requirements:

Attendance:  Please attend and be on time for all classes.  With only 10 class meetings scheduled each meeting will cover a great deal of material. Should you need to miss a class please notify the instructor in advance. Students may be penalized for failing to come to class.

Participation:  I would ask you to get involved in the course. It will make the time spent more valuable to you. Your opinions and observations are important.

Textbook:  Please read the textbook. This is our guide through our study of this period of civilization. You are responsible for the material covered in the text.  Tests will be based on the contents of both the textbook and lectures.

Breaks:  We will have breaks at about 50-60 minute intervals through the class session. 

Cell Phones:  The use of cell phones is not allowed during class time. Please wait to utilize your phone during the breaks. 

Food:  The eating of food is not permitted during class time. You may bring into class water, soft drinks, etc. Please remove from the classroom what you have brought in that evening.

Course Study Approach Suggestion:

Please note that this is an accelerated course. It is also taught over a 4-month time span or a 10-week time span. This course is compressed into a short 5-week time span. The student must recognize that he/she needs to immediately work on this course especially the reading assignments, in order to keep up. Falling behind will make your study more difficult. This could result in a low grade. It is suggested to start studying from Class #1.
