Course Description:
CJ 151 is an overview of the criminal justice system, processes and personnel.  This class will also include roles and relationships of various law enforcement agencies, courts and corrections systems.
Course Requirement:
Each student is required to read all assigned chapters and to be prepared to discuss during class participation.  All assigned chapter projects and exams are due on the due dates.
Attendance:
Attendance is considered to be vitally important for this particular course.  Upon (3) absences, a deficiency notice will be sent to the registrar with the recommendation that the student withdraw from the class. Students who may have advanced knowledge that they will miss a class, exam and/or assignment, should contact the instructor immediately to make arrangements to take the examination and/or obtain the assignment.
