Course Description and Objectives:

Algebra knowledge and skills for college studies:  Sets and real number systems; exponents and polynomials; rational and radical expressions and systems of equations; beginning analytic geometry and functions; the binomial theorem; and progressions.  Fulfills Track B general education requirement in mathematics.  Not open to students with credits in MA 110, MA 220, or other higher numbered mathematics courses.  Offered every semester.  Prerequisite:  MA 102 or placement.

Attendance:

Attendance: Attendance is of utmost importance.

Attendance will be taken at the beginning of class. If you are late twice, it will be counted as one (1) absense. If you are late, it is your responsibility to let me know by the end of the class session that you were in class, otherwise, you will be marked absent. Your grade will be DECREASED by one letter grade (example from A to B; from B to C, etc.) for every four (4) classes that you miss. Each student is expected to attend every class and to arrive on time. (Thus : If you miss 8 classes during the entire semester, you will get a final  grade of C, if you have kept an overall grade of “A”; or a D if you kept a B; or an F if you kept a C grade).

You will be reported to Academic Counseling if you are absent for two or more class meetings or if your total absence exceeds six percent of the total hours of class time. That means approximately four and 1/2 hours of class.  Missing class typically results in low test scores. Therefore, it is advisable that you not miss class. If you know in advance that you will be absent, let me know in person or via email. If you do miss class, it is your responsibility (not that of the instructor's) to find out and cover whatever material you missed by asking your classmates for material covered.

Participation by all students is important. It is expected at each class, and it will be considered as a grading factor, as an integral part of the learning/training process.  Participation before and after class is recomended.  All students should remain in class until the end of class time, unless a valid reason is presented to the instructor, before or after class.
