Course Description

The course introduces students to major forms and works of literature (poetry, drama, short story and novel), ranging from classical to contemporary. We will study works from diverse cultures and time periods, examining the historical and cultural context as well as social and ethical issues which transcend time and place. The purpose of the course is to provide students with the skills to read and view these, and other works of literature, with greater understanding and enjoyment.  The goal is to understand literature as both a personal and social expression of universal values and experience. 

Outcomes

By the end of the semester, the students with a minimum grade of C will be able:

· To recognize basic structure in poetry, drama, and fiction (short stories and novel)

· To become familiar with major classical and contemporary authors and works

· To define common literary terms

· To understand figurative language

· To enhance techniques of library and on-line research

· To develop analytical reading and writing skills specific to great literature

Supplements to the text

Short stories will be individually distributed in class.  Books, media, articles, films and other materials and resources will be placed in the Sullivan Library on reserve for this class.  Specific information will be given as the materials are available.

Expectations and Policies

1. Attendance and active participation is required at all class sessions (Roll will be kept each class). It is the student’s responsibility to notify the instructor in writing (online or hard copy) concerning all excused absences.  Missing class for medical reasons requires a written verification from a doctor.

2. Please use the Chaminade student email account when communicating with the instructor.  Any correspondence to the instructor, whether as hard copy or email communication, must be composed as a proper letter, with reasonable use of correct spelling, capitalization, punctuation and grammar.  This is an English class, and careless blog-like communication will not be accepted or accorded a response.

3. Read all assigned materials and being prepared for discussions, speeches, quizzes and tests.

4. All students are responsible for all information presented during class periods.  Students absent from class should arrange for obtaining notes/directives from fellow students.

5. Write three 2-3 page reflective or analytical essays on literary selections.

6. Research and write a literary analysis (5-7 pages) on a selected topic 
7. Tardy assignments and exams are allowed only with verified excuses— circumstances were beyond your control (NOT legitimate excuses:  nursing a common cold or other non-emergency illness or condition, doing an errand, meeting with a teacher or advisor, catching up with work for another class or lab or not being ready or prepared for an assignment or exam).

8. Assignments or exercises based on in-class activity with other class members cannot be made up.

9. Assignments will be graded on timeliness, completeness, quality of content and the recommended standards for writing evaluation recommended by CUH.

10. The papers must be word-processed or typed, double-spaced, in black ink, using appropriate paper, 12 pt. standard font, and standard margins.
Student Conduct

Extra Credit

The following extra credit options are available for the class:

· Participate in a Service Learning Project and do a written reflection/evaluation (September 7, 2008 deadline for deciding to participate in a service learning project); up to 50 points
· Participate in the fall theatre production of as an actor or technician and do a written reflection/evaluation of the experience (Auditions/sign-ups September 3, 2008, in Freitas 101; crew sign ups the same date); up to 50 points  [1 or 2 graded academic credits are also awarded by the university for this production participation]

Grading:

The class grade is determined through a point system.  Points are earned on the four tests (one per genre) and short quizzes, the assignment activities (written papers); classroom attendance and participation.  The following scale of the total points will be used to determine grades:  90-100% is an A; 80-89% is a B; 70-79% is a C; 60-69% is a D; 59% and below is an F.

Writing Requirements

All written assignments handed into the professor for this class must meet the following criteria:

· The papers must be word-processed or typed, double-spaced, in black ink, using appropriate paper, fonts and standard margins.  No handwritten assignments will be accepted.

· All written work must meet the standard writing requirements set forth by CUH and will be evaluated using a template designed to meet these requirements.

· All writing assignments must be handed in during the class on the assigned dates unless permission from the professor to hand in a tardy assignment is given in advance.   Late assignments will receive one grade reduction per day late.

· No written assignments will be accepted online.  Only hard copy, printed assignments handed in on the assigned dates will be eligible for full credit.

Make-up Exams
Makeup tests will be of the essay and short answer variety, not the objective type used during the regular class tests.  A make-up exam must be scheduled within one week of the class exam.  Only serious, excused absences from an exam will be accepted.
