COURSE DESCRIPTION
Universal Design focuses on personal independence and equity of use of both the built environment and products for daily living. This course investigates design challenges which address ADA requirements in commercial design, aging in place in residential, retirement community and long-term care design, effectiveness of evidence based design in healthcare design and wayfinding as a universal design concept for all environments. An appreciation for and sensitivity toward person’s with varying abilities will be explored through videos, site visits, interviews, projects and student experimentation with mobility, vision and hearing disability role playing. Appropriate use of finish materials for various interior environments will also be reviewed.  Projects may include residential, commercial and/or product design.

· Integrate universal design concepts in space planning and wayfinding design

· Understand universal design concepts relative to Aging in Place and Healthcare paradigms

· Exercise writing skills, critical thinking, analysis of information and self-expression
