	Signature Assessment
	Annotated Lesson Plan:  Develop a lesson plan in a content area of your choice that demonstrates second language development strategies. Consider implementing this lesson plan with ELL students. 

In addition to the plan itself, you will need to write a separate annotation section explaining your planning decisions and how and why your lesson plan meets the needs of ELLs.   (1000-1500 words total, additional/supplemental materials not counted).

	Field Observation and Participation:  This requirement will demonstrate a understanding of theory as it is applied in a classroom setting.  Three formal observations will be written and submitted in narrative form.

	Weekly Discussion Questions:  These will be assigned from one of the textbooks and you will not only be required to post your response, but also to comment on classmates responses—just as you would be doing if we were meeting face-to-face.
