CATALOG DESCRIPTION

Investigates curriculum structure and application trends in secondary classrooms.  Recommended to be taken in the term prior to student teaching. Requires observation and participation in a secondary school setting.

MAJOR COURSE TOPICS

COURSE GOALS: 

ED 623 will cover the theories and concepts of teaching strategies. The purpose of this class is to prepare the student for student teaching. Tools and strategies will be presented to assist in the students’ academic area and /or grade level. From the perspective of practitioners in the classroom, the students will explore: standards; curriculum structure and trends; current curriculum guides and textbooks; and assessment. A variety of teaching and learning activities will be utilized including: observation and participation; large and small group discussions; lectures; presentations; and written projects. 

COURSE OBJECTIVES: 

All objectives are related to the theories and concepts of teaching strategies with the observation and participation (O & P) practicum. The course objectives are based on the Hawaii Teachers Standards Board (HTSB) Standards for Teachers. Students in this course will be able to: 
• Develop semester outlines, unit, and lesson plans HTSB 1E-F, 4C, 4G-H, 5A, 5D, 6A-I, 7A-G, 10E 
• Experience the use of multi media, learning styles, teaching styles and strategies, and relating those concepts to effective curriculum planning. HTSB 1A-F, 2E, 4C, 4G-H, 5A, 5D, 6A-B, 6D-J, 7A-G 
• Explore the concept of classroom management. HTSB 2A-F 
• Experience observation and participation activities in the grade school classroom. HTSB 2B-C, 2E, 3A, 4D, 5D, 9A-J, 10B-E

Commitment: 
Student commitment is very important in this course. Points will be deducted per day for the late submittal of any assignment. A zero (0) will be given for any assignment not turned-in by the last class session. 

Incomplete: 
An incomplete (I) will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor; prior to the deadline for submitting grades to the Registrar’s Office.

Points will be deducted for late assignments = -2 points per day. All assignments will be typed, double spaced, in black ink, and font size no smaller than #12 (including all journal entries.) The exception is for samples of children’s class assignments. 

EXPLANATION OF COURSE REQUIREMENTS: 

Attendance and participation: 
This is a crucial course because understanding teaching strategies will assist you in your next big step – student teaching. So attendance is very important in this class. Since this is an accelerated course, every absence or partial attendance will mean that vital course content will be missed and the ability to participate in class activities will be diminished. Emphasis is placed on class discussions. All students are highly encouraged to participate in these discussions. 

Attendance is mandatory. Therefore, there is NO EXCEPTION FOR ABSENCES. Absences are submitted to the Registrar’s Office at the end of the course. Each 4 hour class is worth 4 points (1 point per class hour for attendance/participation). Example: arriving to class 1 hour late means receiving 3 points for that class session. Your attendance will be noted during each class period on an attendance sheet. For partial attendance, it is important to check that the correct attendance is noted on the attendance sheet, so that it is not construed as a 4 point absence. 
The following Education Division attendance policy will be followed:
      1) Absences totaling more than 10% of the number of classes will result in a lowering of the overall grade by one letter grade. A student who misses 20% or more should drop the class. a. Graduate (10 classes): More than one absence lowers grade one letter. b. DUG TTh (30 classes): More than 3 absences lowers grade one letter c. DUG MWF (45 classes): More than 4 absences lowers grade one letter.
      2) Tardy: 10% of class time is equivalent to ½ class absence a. Graduate (4 hour class): 25 min. = ½ class absence b. DUG TTh (80 min): 10 min. = ½ class absence c. DUG MWF (50 min): 5 min. = ½ class absence.
Semester plan outline: 
The written outline will contain a title, subject and grade level, with 2 – 4 units (spanning approximately 20 weeks) with your goals to be taught. The appropriate HTSB Hawaii Teaching Standards and Hawaii Content and Performance Standards (HCPS) will be used for the semester plan and will be listed separately and incorporated into your objectives and activities. Suggestion: Teacher’s manual on a textbook can be used to assist in making the semester plan outline. 

HTSB Teaching Standards (Standards 1 – 10) can be found at the Hawaii Teaching Standards Board, Teaching Standards, Rules and Policies website. 

HCPS content standards can be found in the Hawaii Department of Education Website. 

Unit plan outline 
Pick a unit from your semester plan outline. A written course unit plan outline will be constructed based on the developed semester plan. The appropriate HTSB Hawaii Teaching Standards and HCPS standards used for the unit plan will be listed separately and incorporated into your objectives and activities. The unit plan outline will contain a title, the subject and grade level, sub-unit goals, objectives, and skills to be taught for each objective for a minimum of 8 secondary school class periods. 

Across the curriculum lesson presentation with written plans: 
From the unit plan, each student will write 1 lesson plan. Each student will also present the lesson to our class. Include at least 2 other subject areas to your licensing subject area. An assessment activity will be included in this lesson. The length of the lesson will be approximately 50 minutes in length, depending on the number of students enrolled in the class. The various activities contained in the lesson plan will be delineated in minutes. Use at least one piece of audio-visual equipment. The written plan is due on the day of the presentation. The appropriate HTSB Hawaii Teaching Standards and HCPS standards will be listed separately on the lesson plan and incorporated into your objectives and activities. 

O & P journal: 
A written journal will be kept of all the time spent in the classroom for O & P. The journal will include any interesting and learned experiences that relate to the concepts learned in ED 623. The following information should be included in the journal: 
• Describe objective reactions to what was observed and experienced. Use concise, non-judgmental descriptors (e.g., numbers, physical description, no opinions, describe things sequentially). 
• Describe subjective reactions to observations. . How do you feel? Rate, judge, and critique what you observed and experienced. 
• Describe how you would change or use what you observed in your teaching with reasons for changes. 
• What educational theories from your course readings were reflected, used or contradicted in your observations and experiences? 
• List and explain additional reactions. 

Observation and Participation (O & P) experience presentation: 
O & P is a requirement in this course. The O & P experience is a valuable part of this course as it relates the theoretical concepts with the actual “hands on” experiences. There is no substitute for the O & P activity in this course. Therefore, the student will spend a minimum of 20 hours in the secondary school classroom. The student will present highlights of being in the classroom (about 20 minutes). This presentation is based on the entrees of the O & P journal. Audio-visual materials will be used for this presentation. 

Portfolio with entry slips (Signature Assignment): 
Each student will keep a portfolio with the assignments in this class. Each student will make an entry slip after each completed assignment. The entry slips will be placed in the portfolio and submitted toward the end of the course (see last page of this syllabus for due date). An entry slip is a reflective statement about the assignment (called an artifact or document). The 5 assignments are as follows: 
• Semester plan outline 
• Unit plan outline 
• Across the curriculum lesson presented: with lesson plan 
• O & P experience presentation 
• O & P journal 

The reflective statements would be relative to: 
• The Hawaii Teaching Standards that were addressed in the assignments. Included would be how the standards were addressed. 
• What you have learned as a teacher in the assignment 
• New thoughts about instructional strategies, organization, performance criteria, assessment, evaluation, etc.
GRADING SCALE: 
The total point value of assignments and participation is 200. Letter grades are based on the following point system:

UNIVERSITY POLICIES

Attendance
Students are expected to attend regularly all courses for which they are registered. Students should notify their instructors when illness prevents them from attending class, and make arrangements to complete missed assignments. Writing Standards
All work submitted by Chaminade University students must meet the following writing standards. Written assignments should:

2. Develop ideas, themes, and main points coherently and concisely. 
3. Adopt modes and styles appropriate to their purpose and audience. 
4. Be clear, complete, and effective. 
5. Carefully analyze and synthesize material and ideas borrowed from sources. In addition, the sources of the borrowed material should be correctly acknowledged to avoid plagiarism.  

Plagiarism - “Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:
1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory. 
2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 
3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual. 
Incompletes: 
Incompletes may be given if the student is unable to complete a portion of the work due to circumstances beyond the control of the student. The incomplete contract must be signed by the student and instructor. It will specify when the work must be completed. Usually the work must be completed in 90 days, if it is not, the incomplete will revert to the grade the student would have earned that is specified on the incomplete form. 

Classroom Deportment: 
The essential points are as follows: 
• Cellular phones and beepers must be in the silent mode or turned off except in extenuating circumstances approved by the professor in advance. Smoking and alcoholic beverages are prohibited. 
• Personal audiovisual equipment (e.g., radio, CD players, televisions) not relevant to class is prohibited.

Freedom of Expression: 
Students are free to express different views than those presented in this course but these diverse views must be grounded in research. Students are required to complete all assignments and study the materials presented in class whether or not there is agreement with the specific bodies of knowledge set forth in this course.

WEEKLY SCHEDULE
Observation and participation (O & P) is a requirement. Textbook modules will be discussed on the assigned week. Therefore, reading of the modules are required. Small portions of the assigned readings will be assigned to each student during class. Students will spend a few minutes in orally presenting the concepts to the class. Other readings and handouts may be periodically assigned. The weekly class schedule may be adjusted to meet unforeseen situations and to meet the needs of the students and instructor.

Written course unit plan outline (from your semester plan outline) in your subject area is due. Students will share unit plans with the class (no points). 

5)   11/5 Group discussions on Module 6 (Text) 
Continue from last week: Students will share unit plans with the class (no points). 

6)   11/12 Group discussions on Module 7 (Text) 
Present 1 across the curriculum lesson 
Written lesson plan due today from all students 

7)   11/19 Group discussions on Module 8 (Text) 
Continuation from last week: Present 1 across the curriculum lesson. 

8)   11/26 O & P journal is due 
Presentation on O & P journal entry 

9)   12/3 Group discussions on Module 9 (Text)
