GENERAL  OBJECTIVES AND LEARNING OUTCOMES OF THE COURSE:

      English 305 explores issues of personal and group identity through a study of modern and contemporary fiction and non-fiction. Students will examine cultural pluralism in American society through writing, discussion, research, and reading.  Some of the objectives we hope to accomplish include: 

· acquiring an awareness of diversity in contemporary American society including

                   religious, ethnic, regional, linguistic, occupational, gender, age and economic, 

among   others

· understanding of the term “culture” and the behavioral  implications

· reflecting on and defining individual, lregional and national identity 

· examining the historical and political basis of diversity including changes in public policy  
            
 regarding  immigration, education, and other community issues
· addressing  attitudes toward differences, inclusion, exclusion, and the concept of "The  
            
 Other”

· understanding frequently used terms in the field of cultural studies
· introducing  the works of modern and contemporary “emerging” authors 
· gaining insight into the scope of the American experience through class reading and the  

            
written analysis of one work of fiction or non-fiction by each student

· researching an issue of identity/diversity and bringing that issue forward to the class
· exploring the value and dilemma of diversity in an effort to create a balance between   
           
  the sense of community and fragmentation

EN305 fulfills the Global Awareness course  requirement . Because of the interdisciplinary nature, students are encouraged to make connections with their own academic and personal interests.
REQUIREMENTS OF THE COURSE:

EN305(90) is conducted online through e-mail, eCollege platform, and Internet resources. Students must have access to  a computer connected to the Internet and to be familiar with the basics of sending and receiving e-mail and attachments, eCollege postings, and navigating the Internet. The capability to send and receive files in Microsoft Word (.doc or.docx),format is preferred.  WordPerfect (.wpd) or Rich Text Format (.rtf) is also acceptable. Timely submission of  papers  to the instructor and discussion responses to other students is important. Students are  expected to participate fully in web discussion by posting journal responses on the class website and are also encouraged to communicate with the instructor and others in the class on an individual basis through class discussion and through email.
