BIOGRAPHY:    Mr. Lau is a Lecturer in the Criminology and Criminal Justice department at Chaminade University.  He received a Bachelor of Education degree from the University of Hawaii and a Juris Doctorate from the Richardson School of Law.  Mr. Lau has worked as a law clerk for the Hawaii Supreme Court, a Deputy Prosecuting Attorney, and a Deputy Corporation Counsel and in the private practice of law. Mr. Lau also worked two terms as an Independent Counsel to the Oahu Grand Jury.

COURSE DESCRIPTIONS: The pre-trial and trial rights of the criminal defendant and society, including discussions of the law of arrest, search and seizure, confessions, identification procedures, self-incrimination and right of counsel.  [CJ 424 is a required course for persons seeking a Bachelor of Science in Criminology and Criminal Justice degree.]

PROGRAM LEARNING OUTCOMES:
1) CJ 424 provides practical knowledge regarding the inherent complexities and day-to-day operations of the American criminal justice system
2) CJ 424 facilitates the learning about basic rights guaranteed to each individual by both state and federal constitutions and laws.
3) CJ 424 provides practical knowledge to allow students to provide service to the community and to prepare for careers in criminal justice.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES:    Upon completion of the course, the student will have been exposed to an overview and breath of constitutional protection that apply to criminal defendants in this country.   Specifically, the student will demonstrate student learning outcomes in:

   >  the history and development of the United States Constitution.
   >  the Bill of Rights provisions that apply to criminal cases.
   >  the import and impact of politics on judicial decision-making.,
   >  the impact that race and ethnicity can have on police investigations.
   >  the various stages of a criminal case and the constitutional rights apply to them.
   >  legal concepts relevant to criminal cases.
>  the appellate court process.
>  the role that discretion plays in the criminal justice system.

TEXTBOOK:      Samaha, Joel, Criminal Procedure, (7th edition, 2008).

RECOMMENDED SUPPLEMENT. Any affordable law dictionary.  As an alternative, you may download a basic law dictionary (~50 pages) from the website  “duhaime.org/dictionary” or access searchable law dictionaries at websites like: “Findlaw, Nolo.com or Lectlaw.com”. The purpose of this recommended supplement is to afford the student accurate and applicable legal definitions to terms that are crucial to grasp in this course.

ATTENDANCE and PARTICIPATION: Student attendance at all course sessions is required.  Course participation is an expected and essential requirement of the course.  Cases are assigned on the premise that learning is a shared experience. A student's participation in each session is considered important to the learning process.  In this course, students support one another in the learning experience by sharing the caseload in course. A student's absence from or repeated late arrivals to a session will impact the student's grade.  Two or more unexcused absences in the summer schedule can result in a student receiving an “F” grade.  

CLASSROOM DECORUM: Simple rules. No cell phone use or text-messaging during class time. If your cell phone vibrates, you are expected not to answer it unless it is genuine emergency. If a laptop computer is opened, it must be directly involved in our class work. No disruptive talking during class. No work on other courses during our class time. Civility and respect is important and expected in class at all times.

READING ASSIGNMENTS:  All reading assignments must be completed prior to course or the student will not be prepared to participate meaningfully in course discussions.  Classes are prepared on the assumption and expectation that the student has read the assigned materials and completed any required assignments.  Cases will be pre-assigned to students for discussion in future class sessions.  Failure to prepare a written case brief and participating in course discussion will result in a deduction of points (10 points per case) from a student's point total.
