Course Description:

Welcome to the study of Hawaiian History!  This course will examine Hawaii and its peoples’ pasts focusing on the rise of the Monarchy and the challenges that led to its overthrow through the issues that confront Hawaiians and people living in Hawaii today.  During the first half of this course, through the use of oral histories, cultural mythology, as well as traditional documentation we will examine the core cultural beliefs that shaped, guided and defined the Native Hawaiians and the Kingdom of Hawaii as they confronted massive changes introduced to Hawaii through the rise of global imperialism.  The second half of this course will focus on the overthrow of the Monarchy, Hawaii’s subsequent annexation to the United States of America and the issues confronted by the people of Hawaii as a territory and state within the US.

Course Objectives:

· To trace and demonstrate an understanding of the birth and development of the Kingdom of Hawaii 
· To examine and demonstrate and understanding of the impact of imperial pressures on the government and people of Hawaii
· To demonstrate a better understanding of the unique relationship that exists between Native Hawaiians and the United States of America
· Develop and demonstrate a better understanding and appreciation for the diverse peoples and their cultures found here in Hawai’i
· Develop, comprehend and demonstrate a better understanding of how history is not simply things that happened in the past, but the study of a knowable past and therefore greatly impacted by the perspectives and ideologies of the present

· To introduce, develop, and demonstrate graduate level writing and critical analysis through the reading materials, reaction papers, and group discussions
In addition, while gaining a better understanding of the world we live in this course is focused on developing critical skills that are necessary for your further development as a student and a person within this increasingly global community.  As such this course also seeks to develop better 

· Critical thinking

· Comprehensive reading,

· Analytical reasoning 

· and demonstrate these skill in your writing 

while studying the history of modern Hawaii.
