Introduction to Motion Pictures/Television

Catalogue Course Description:

This course is a study of the aesthetic and technical elements of filmmaking.  It includes viewing and critiquing films, as well as basic principles of script writing.
The course will provide the student with a deeper understanding of movies as both  entertainment and as an art form.  You will be able to form a critical analysis based upon both technical and structural elements.   You will have a list of about 100 movies to choose from to view for this class.  You are not expected to see all of them!   You will be watching at least one movie a week.  The movies that are on the list are mostly currently and usually readily available in a larger video store.  If possible, watch movies on DVD.  After you watch the movie the first time, then watch the extra elements available such as the writer or director commentary, the “making of” segments, etc.

These movies are examples we can learn from and evaluate with specific sets of criteria.  We will examine the social and emotional aspects of entertainment, and how movies affect consciousness and perception.  The class will also examine the structural aspects of storytelling.  You will become able to identify the elements that create powerful and successful entertainment.

As we may watch movies that are quirky and unconventional you are not expected to agree with the opinions of your classmates, the instructor or reviewers.  Rather this class invites you to form an educated and informed opinion as to why a given film either “worked” or didn’t “work” for you for specific technical, aesthetic or storytelling elements.

Assignments:

1) Chapter (s) readings from the text.

2) There will be eight brief weekly quizzes.  
3) Watching movies from the list and writing a brief (one page or so) essay each week.  This will be either the regular homework assignment, or a special assignment may be given for the week.  Pay attention to any special assignments for the week!  Many weeks have special assignments!  If no special assignment is given, you may assume you can do the regular assignment listed below:

4) The regular assignment will be: 
a) Watch one of the movies from the list and 
b) write a one page (or so) analysis using the theory and principles from the online lecture as well as what you have learned from the chapter from the textbook.  
Incorporate into your essay (as a separate paragrpah, but in the same post) any ONE of the questions from the end of each chapter or the lecture IF it applies to the movie you watched and the theory from the chapter.  Pick a question that applies to the movie you watched which will allow you to use your knowledge from the text.  Your essay should include some original analysis of the cinematic techniques used in the film, and as it relates to the lecture.
5) RESPOND – to one other student’s essays (at least 150 words).  You can agree or disagree with their analysis or opinions, but you must give technical REASONS for your position.

EXTRA CREDIT:

6) Students will also have the option to do additional projects for extra credit such as watching a U Tube video and commenting on it, or posting a short video that exemplifies the lesson we are focusing on during the week.  In addition, for those motivated students you can propose ADDITIONAL projects for extra credit. These might be one or more of the following:  Writing a short film.  Directing your own short video project (shooting and editing).

* To gain a deeper understanding of the art and craft of movies

* To be able to apply critical analysis to movies

* To be able to form and defend your personal opinion

* To be able to envision and execute your own story

1. Writing a Short Film Screenplay

All projects must be submitted by week 8 to receive full credit.  
No projects or late assignments will be accepted after week 9.  

Option 1: Write a 5- 10 page (max) screenplay in proper format

Option 2: Shoot and edit a short film
If you choose to do an extra credit assignment, then by week 7 declare which you are choosing.
Note: Each unexcused lateness of assignments or missed quizzes will result in one point deduction.  Excused lateness will not be deducted.  No points deducted for absence with prior permission, if quizzes and other assignments have been made up.

Posting Assignments:
For the purposes of this class, the new week begins on Mondays.  The lecture will usually be posted by Sunday (before the week begins).  Post your main assignments no later than Friday 11:59 PM HST, or your time zone.  Then post your extra credit and responses to other students no later than Sunday at midnight.
Post your assignments right in the weekly discussion area so that all students can read them.  Each week you must read and comment on your classmates assignments.  You are welcome to disagree, as long as you can substantiate your point of view using technical analysis – not just opinion.

If you have to post your assignment after it is due, post it in the current week we are one, not in the week it was due.  Write in the subject line what week the assignment is for.  Make sure you get permission to post it late, otherwise points will be deducted for lateness.

Format:

In the subject line put the week due.

At the beginning of the Assignment write the Movie Title.

Example:

Movie: A Beautiful Mind

Genre: Drama

Style: Classicism 

Theme: State what you believe the theme of the movie to be.  
Right now, you won’t know what “Classicism” means, but it will make more sense as the course moves on.  As the course progresses, you will understand what I am expecting in a description of the theme, which is NOT the plot, but the meaning of the movie.  Theme is the movie’s underlying message.

Bio:  

Genie Joseph is Co-Producer for the TV series for Nickelodeon channel “The N” which which completed shooting in Hawaii called “Beyond the Break.”  She is the CEO of Hawaii Movie Studios and has worked on over 200 films and TV programs in various capacities.  She was a staff producer at KITV (the Hawaii ABC affiliate) and produced hundred of commercials.  She produced training films for such companies as BMW, Jaguar Cars, Mobil Oil, Sports Illustrated and the New York Stock Exchange.  She apprenticed to Woody Allen’s editors, and worked her way up to become an assistant editor, then editor and finally a feature film director.  Her movies have won international awards and played in theaters, cable TV and video release.  SPOOKIES, made in 1987 won awards in the International Festival of Science Fiction and Fantasy Films in Paris and was listed on Variety’s Top 50 Box Office List.  She has made several short films and documentaries which have shown in festivals in Hawaii and on the mainland.  She teaches screenwriting and television production and has written over a dozen screenplays, several of which have been sold and produced by independent companies.
