Course Goals and Approach:

This course involves supervised research work at a cooperating agency by arrangement.  A journal/log book will be kept outlining your internship duties and experiences.  A final paper detailing your semester’s work is required and a presentation to other members of your class. No more than six semester hours of internship experience may be applied to graduation in Biology.  

Biology 287 is a lower division course enrolling Freshmen and Sophomores. Biology 487 is an upper division course enrolling juniors and seniors.  This course provides you with an opportunity to complete volunteer work at cooperating community agencies in Biology.  Supervision is provided by an instructor at Chaminade University, and by the immediate supervisor at the agency.  Enrolled students receive semester credits based upon 3 hours work per week for fifteen weeks for one semester credit.  Credits can vary from 1-3 semester credits.  Students volunteering at the agencies do not receive payment for services under normal circumstances.  

Credits:  45 hours of work are required per Chaminade class credit hours.  (Ex:  90 hours are required for two semester credits, and 135 hours are required for three semester credits.)

Aim of the course:  The aims or goals of the field experience course are to provide you with the opportunity to:


1)  Gain working experience in a field which may be of interest to you either as a


     career choice or for other personal reasons;


2)  Determine whether you desire pursuit of a professional field or career by 


     exposure to work associated with it. 


3)  Work with professionals who may be influential as a resource for jobs or


     graduate/professional schools;


4)  Work with professionals outside of an academic environment and learn the 


     relevance of academic work to more practical work experience;


5)  Be of service and contribute to the community;


6)  Learn new skills and methods in acquisition of knowledge of a professional 


     field;


7)  acquire interpersonal skills and learn of human relationships;

Course Requirements:  The following will be required of each student to fulfill course requirements and receive course credit:


1)  Work your specific number of hours at a cooperating agency.


2) Complete assigned duties as directed by the supervisors at the cooperating


    agency.


3)  Maintain a journal/logbook of weekly activities.

4)  Complete a written progress report and a written final report


5)  Be evaluated by the supervisor at the agency and by the instructors. 


6)  Attend scheduled class meetings


7)  Present an oral report of activities at the agency


8)  If applicable, know specific scientific or biomedical terminology as on drug


     prescriptions or other medications.  Write it in your log book and look up its 


    actions and effects.


9)  If you are able to get to know your supervisor, he/she will be able to evaluate


    your abilities and work much better with you.  Use your initiative to make your


    your evaluation excellent!  Your initiative is demonstrated by asking for


   additional duties, asking questions, and being flexible in assignments and work.

Biology 287/487  Deadlines

1)  You will be given at least a week’s notice via email of required class meetings.  

      Regardless of scheduled class meetings,   deadlines nos. 2 through 7 applies.

      Location of class meetings will be announced, not all students have free intervals

      at the same time.  Plan on attending meetings.  Each meeting will count 

      one hour toward the course requirements.  Hours spent for field site search 

      counts toward hourly requirements.   

2)  Progress Report:  one to two weeks after beginning field experience work, submit a

      word processed summary of your duties and reactions to volunteer work, following

      guidelines in the syllabus.  It is important to immediately notify your Chaminade 

      Faculty Supervisor of any difficulties you may have encountered at your internship

      agency.  
3)  Midterm evaluation must be given to your agency.  Ask your supervisor to fill

     out the evaluation form and return it to your instructor.  Due  March 18th.

4)  Final Evaluation given to your agency is due by April 29th, 2009.
5)  Oral presentations of 5-10 minutes duration for each student will be held during 

the last week of classes (April 29m 2009, CS 120 12:00 P.M..  Attendance is mandatory.  Inclusion of PowerPoint presentation, handouts, brochures from your site are helpful.  

6)  Final reports due- please submit your final report by Wednesday, April 29, 2009
7) A visit may be arranged between your instructor and your immediate supervisor at 

      cooperating institution or agency at a time when you are working.
