Description and Proposed Outcomes

Within the context of the dialogue between Christianity and the other world religions, the student will explore the diverse historical, philosophical, and spiritual foundations from which the major religious traditions in the world have arisen. The course examines the lives of their founders, their basic teachings, and the historical development of their communities and institutions, while providing an inter-religious survey.  
Bear in mind that religions are all about people- when you study religion, you study people- and people are capable of all sorts of expressions….our job is to be able to encounter each of these traditions on their own terms and not only understand them in an academic sense, but also become more familiar with their distinct values in an open manner.
Course Requirements

Each week there will be a quiz worth 25 points.  This quiz will be based on the reading assignment for that week and consist of multiple choice, fill in the blank, and short answers.


There will be a mid-term and a final.  The final is not comprehensive.  The course is divided into Western/Monotheisms and Eastern/Polytheisms.  The final and the mid-term are both worth 100 points each.


There is also a field/research paper.  This paper is due the 9th week of class (Shinto).  It is designed to get my students out of the classroom and into the ‘field’- which is Hawai’i.   The requirements for this paper are that you choose a religion that you are not familiar with that we have studied in this class and you

1) do research beyond the class materials about it, and 

2) go to that place and observe what occurs there

The research part of the paper can be from an interview, a pamphlet, a book or online.  However all sources must be referenced by using a bibliography, end notes or footnotes to avoid even the appearance of plagiarism.


The field part of the paper can be written in a narrative or stream of consciousness style- the more details the better.


The paper will be graded based o content and form.  The content is the field/research ratio which should be roughly 50/50, and the format is 5 pages double spaced with 12 point font and normal margins and referenced sources for the research.  The paper is worth 100 points. Late papers are reduced by 1 letter grade per day late.
