Course Description and Goals:

· Explore how physical education could be integrated into the elementary curriculum to enhance student’s physical well being: HTSB Standard 1-8 & 10.

How this course works:  

This course is organized into 10 sessions.  Participants should plan to spend 
approximately 4 hours per week online (or more, as skills, Internet and time 
permit) exploring and examining Internet sites and related materials, reflecting on 
classmates assignments, and completing online assignments.  In addition, 
participants should plan to spend additional time offline, reading the course text, 
researching the project, and reflecting about the course concepts. 


You are expected not only to complete each assignment, but also to reflect on 
the posts of your fellow classmates, actively engaging in discussion and 
debate about the topics that we will be covering.

Turning In Assignments: 

Please submit each of the weekly assignments through the Week #__ discussion 
section.   This is how I will grade your assignments.  If it is not in the correct 
week #, I will not be able to grade it and give you credit for the assignment.  
Please attach your assignments or responses in this section.  Attached assignments 
here will be opened and graded. 

For your major assignments, you will send it via an attachment to me by the assigned due date.  I will grade it and email you back a private response with your grade.  If you do not receive a grade from me after the appointed time of when grades are given back, please contact me to verify that I have indeed received your materials.

You will also be using Livetext for one posting.  You will post one of your art, music and physical education lesson plans, for a selected grade level, on Livetext.


You will be expected to reflect on other students assignments (at least 3) weekly 
to receive the points assigned.  This reflection is a chance to view others work and 
ask questions as needed.

You will be creating integrated lesson plans for Visual Arts, Music and Physical Education by grade level (K – 5).   This will be a total of eighteen (18) lesson plans.

Format for the lesson plans is at the end of this syllabus and MUST be used.

Rubrics must be attached for at least three lessons in art, music and PE. 

(9 rubrics total)

One Visual Arts Lesson Plan must be done by you and you must attach four pictures of you doing the assignment in the different stages of completion.  You must be in each of the pictures.

You will post one of your art, music and physical education lesson plans, for a selected grade level, on Livetext.

Remember if you wait until the last weeks of class you will be very busy trying to get your lesson plans finished on time.  I would suggest that you start fairly quickly so that you have time to do a good job.  As you can see they are the major part of your grade.
