Course Description (Eng. 201)

English 201 introduces students to major works and genres of literature (poetry, drama and fiction) ranging from classical to contemporary works and authors.  The course will examine writings from different cultural backgrounds and literary ages.  We will study social and ethical issues that transcend time and place.  The purpose of the course is to read and view these and other literary works, with greater insight, appreciation and enjoyment.  The goal is to understand literature as both a personal and social expression of universal values and experiences.  

Outcomes 

Specific learning outcomes include:

1. To recognize basic structure in poetry, drama and fiction (short stories and novels).

2. Recognize selected classical and contemporary authors and works.

3. Define common literary terms.

4. To understand figurative language.

5. Identify universal themes and concepts present in literary texts.

6. To enhance the students analytical and writing skills.

Course Expectations and Policies

1. Each student is required to attend and be punctual for all classes.  No exceptions beyond those that can be documented will be accepted. 5. Essays and reading journal should be word-processed or typed, double-spaced, using appropriate paper, 12 pt. standard font, and standard margins.

7. All student rules of conduct, as outlined in the Student Handbook, will be applicable in the class.  Review these rules as presented in the Handbook, pgs. 48-51.  
8. All portable cellular phones, headsets, earphones, I-Pods, MP-3 players (and their kind), CD and DVD players, radios, video game players and other non-academic, non-essential technological distractions must remain turned off and in bags or packs during each class session.

 English 201 SYALLABUS  (January to May Semester 2009)

                                                (This schedule is subject to change.)  

· Short Story Section will run from January 13 – February 12.

· Jan. 13 – Introductions, course title, go over course syllabus and requirements.  Fill out student information form.  Need to buy the text, Living Literature by John C. Brereton.  Read E.A. Poe’s “Tell-Tale Heart” pgs. 510- 513. 

· Jan. 15 – check roll for drops and adds.  Go over the types of literature and glossary of literary terms pgs. 2060-2067.  Hand out short story summary sheet.  Present E.A. Poe’s requirements for a short story.  Discussion of how they apply to his “Tell-Tale Heart”.  Assigned readings: “The Gift of the Magi” by O.Henry and “The Lottery” by S. Jackson.  (hand outs of stories not contained in the book will be given to you). 

· Jan 20 – check roll for drops and adds.  Discuss literary term irony and surprise endings and how it applies to “The Gift of the Magi” and “The Lottery”.  Assigned readings: pgs. 11- 19 (Stories –Plot, Character, Setting, story with a moral, and Kate Chopin’s, “The Story of an Hour”.)  Read “Formats for Writing about Stories” pgs. 125-136 in text.   

· Jan 22 – check roll for drops and adds.  Review homework and discuss the 7 ways of writing about stories.  Give first writing assignment a personal response paper (2 to 3 pages). Paper will be due Feb 12.   Read James Thurber’s short story, “The Secret Life of Walter Mitty” (hand out) and Faulkner’s “A Rose for Emily” pgs. 548-555 in the text.

· Jan 27 – Discussion on “Walter Mitty”.  Begin lecture on Faulkner and discussion of ”A Rose for Emily”.  
· Jan 29 – Quiz on stories, literary terms and authors covered to this point.  Conclude discussion on “A Rose for Emily” Read for next time: Katherine Ann Porter, “The Jilting of Granny Weatherall” pgs. 542-548 and Richard Ford’s “Under the Radar” pgs. 20-26. 

· Feb 3 – Discussion of war between the sexes, dating and marriage theme.  Discuss “The Jilting” and “Under the Radar”.  Read “A & P” pgs. 57-63 in the text and “Wife Wooing” (hand out) by John Updike.

· Feb 5 – Lecture on John Updike and discussion of his two short stories.  Read one of Chaucer’s “Marriage Group Tales” from the Canterbury Tales.  Class will divide up into four groups and each group will do about a 15 minute presentation on either the “Wife of Bath Tale”, the “Clerks Tale”, the “Merchants Tale” or the “Franklins Tale”.  Each presentation will also include a presentation of the character description of each of the four narrators from the General Prologue.

· Feb 10 – Lecture on Chaucer and the Canterbury Tales followed by the class presentations on the “Wife of Bath Tale” and the “Clerks Tale”.

· Feb 12 – More about Chaucer and the Canterbury Tales followed by oral presentations by those who read the “Merchants Tale” and the “Franklins Tale”. First 2-3 page paper due. Read chapter 10 in text book (pp717-753) on Poetry.

· Poetry section will run from Feb 17 – Mar 19.

· Feb 17 – Poetic tone and imagery: “We Wear the Mask” pp 721-723; “Piano” pp727-728.  Poetic imagery and language: “My Luve’s like a Red, Red Rose” p 735; “I like to see it lap the Miles” p 741.

· Feb 19 – Study page of basic poetic terms and language: denotation, connotation, imagery, simile, metaphor, personification, apostrophe, metonymy, symbol, allegory, paradox, overstatement, understatement, irony, allusion, tone, alliteration, assonance, consonance, euphony, cacophony, onomatopoeia, ref. Glossary of Literary Terms pp 2060-2067.  Hand out guide for writing an analysis or evaluation of a poem.  Assignment:  write a paper contrasting two or three poems from the book that have similar themes.  Paper due Mar 19.

· Feb 24 - Poetic meter and stanza: from “Amazing Grace” pp 757-760; “Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening” p 762; “Ode to the West Wind” p 765; “The Red Wheelbarrow” p 767.

· Feb 26 – Poetic Forms (Petrarchan sonnets) “On First Looking into Chapman’s Homer” p 771; “On His Blindness” p 775 and (Shakespearean sonnets) “Sonnet 18 p 942: Sonnet 130 p 944.

· Mar 3 - English Renaissance Poetry chapter 16: “The Passionate Shepherd to His Love” p 930;  “The Nymph’s Reply to the Shepherd” p 931.  “Carpe Diem” poems by Herrick and Marvell p 937.  

· Mar 5 – Victorian Period poetry chapter 17: “The Raven” pp 979-983; “Annabel Lee” p 983; “My Last Duchess” p 992; “How Do I Love Thee?” p 1043.  Reading Journal due for first check (50pts.).

· Mar 10 – Romantic Period poetry:  “Ozymandias” p 1033; “She Walks in Beauty” p 1033; “Ode on a Grecian Urn” p 1041; “My Heart Leaps Up” p 1028; “Kubla Khan” p 1030.

· Mar 12 – A Poet in Depth: Emily Dickinson --read from chapter 14 pp 879-884.  “I heard a Fly Buzz—when I died” p 885; “Because I could not stop for Death” p 886; “I tasted a liquor never brewed” p 890; “I felt a Funeral in my Brain” p 891.

· Mar 17 – A Poet in Depth: Robert Frost—“Mending Wall” p1061; “The Road Not Taken” p. 1062.  “Out, Out”, and  “Fire and Ice” (hand outs).

· Mar 19 – Quiz on poetic terms, poets and poems that we have covered.  Poetry paper due.  Read during Spring Break pgs. 1159-1165 and 1209-1236 from Chapter 20 about Drama.

· Drama section will run from March 31-Apr 30.

· Mar 31 – Lecture on Drama—Action with Conflict-- Seeing vrs. reading.  Review homework reading from Chap. 20 “Action and Performance” pgs. 1159 – 1165 and from chap. 21 “Writing about Plays” pgs. 1209 – 1236.  Read for next class Chap. 22 “Sophocles and the Greek Theater” pgs. 1242 – 1250.  Drama paper assignment.  See a play and write a 2 to 3 page review of it.  Paper due on Apr 30.  I highly recommend you attend and review the production of “Music Man” that will be performed here on campus by Brother Gary Morris and Chaminade students on. the nights of April 1, 2, 3 and 4th. 
· Apr 2 – Lecture on Greek Theater. Tragedy in the Classic Sense.  Read “Oedipus the King” text pgs. 1250 – 1295.

· Apr 7 – Lecture and discussion on “Oedipus the King”.

· Apr 9 - Lecture and discussion on “Oedipus” continued.  Read chap. 23 on William Shakespeare pgs. 1333 – 1341.  Read William Shakespeare “The Tempest” pgs. 1343 – 1406.
· Apr 14 – Lecture on Shakespeare, the Globe Theater and begin discussion on the Tempest.   Read text pgs. 1406- 1441 reviews of “The Tempest”.

· Apr. 16 – Lecture and discussion on “The Tempest” continues.  Read pgs 1614 – 1669, which talks about Modern theater and playwright Tennessee Williams. Read “The Glass Menagerie”.
· Apr 21 – Quiz on Greek Theater, “Oedipus the King”, Shakespeare and “The Tempest”.  Begin lecture and discussion on “The Glass Menagerie”.

· Apr. 23 - Lecture and discussion of “Menagerie” continues. Read Arthur Miller’s “Death of a Salesman” pgs. 1670 – 1738 in text.  Drama 2-3 page paper due.

· Apr 28 – Lecture and discussion on “Death of a Salesman”.

· Apr 30 – Lecture and discussion of “Death of a Salesman” continues.  Reading Journal due for second check (50 pts.).
