Catalog Course Description

This course provides the study of psychological disorders with an emphasis on DSM‑IV categories. Biological and environmental determinants of abnormal behavior, symptomatology, assess​ment, and intervention strategies are also covered in course material.  The course focuses on understanding psychological disorders relative to the counseling context; with special emphasis given to the DSM-IV diagnostic process through the format of case studies.  

Program Linking Statement
This course develops and assesses the skills and competencies for the MSCP program core student learning outcome of Human Growth and Development.  In addition, this course also addresses the MSCP core program student learning outcomes of:  1) Professional Issues and Ethics; 2) Research and Evaluation; and 3) Social and Cultural Foundations.

Course Description
The study of the development, possible causes, treatment, and prevention of psychological disorders with an emphasis on the counseling perspective.  This course will focus on  etiology,  epidemiology of abnormal behavior, symptomatalogy, co morbidity, assessment, diagnosis, and intervention strategies.  The DSM-IV-TR will be used in relation to both the test and the case workbook.  At last 50 diagnostic case studies will be3 covered using the DSM-IV-TR
It is imperative that students keep all syllabi from all courses taken while in the MSCP program to facilitate the application process for licensing, certification, doctorate school application, etc.
Student Learning Outcomes

Student will demonstrate an understanding of: 

1.
The relationship between the past and present in the field of abnormal psychology; incorporating culture, societal and cross cultural factors in abnormal behavior.

2.
Psychological models of abnormality, etiology, epidemiological, and socio-cultural factors affecting development of abnormality.

3.
Purpose and the methodology of assessment, diagnosis, treatment, and the scientific method.

4.
The characteristics of anxiety states, moods, problems of mind and body, psychosis, and life-span issues prevalent in a counseling setting.

5.
Legal and ethical issues related to identification and treatment of abnormal behavior, from a cross-cultural perspective.

6.
Genesis of abnormal behavior based on biological, behavioral, cognitive, 

psychodynamic, humanistic/existential and socio-cultural models.

7.
Abnormal psychology in the context of school counseling, community counseling, and marriage and family counseling.

8.
DSM-IV-TR use in diagnosis, treatment, and outcome variables and application to counseling.  


9.
The scientific method and research relative to their application in the field of 

abnormal psychology.

ASSESSMENT

1.  Workbook:  Workbook assignments will be completed (dates on syllabus) and discussed in small groups. Workbook assignments may differ from text chapters.  This assignment demonstrates knowledge of cultural diversity, ethics, and the scientific method.

2.  In-Class Writings: Writings are done during class periods – some collected, some not.  The purpose of this assignment is to assist the learner to integrate the text material with their life/work.  This assignment will demonstrate the knowledge of cultural diversity, ethical decisions, and the scientific method of research.

3.  Paper: Due Feb. 12: Paper on Suicide video will be typed, double spaced, 2-3 pages in length and discussed in small group as part of the  grade. Questions will be posed in class along with the video.  This assignment demonstrates knowledge of ethics, diversity, and research.

4.  Project  due March 5:  Typed, double spaced, 8 pages in length, discussed in class as part of grade.  You will select topics from Ch. 8, 9,  11, 12, or  13, 16.  1) Create a question which will be  your title;  2) Interview (in person) someone who works with ‘treatment’/’helping’ (in relation to topic), list person’s name, phone number and facility visited (‘treatment/helping’ may be therapy, psycho-education, healing, or any documented method of help);  3) utilize 2 outside research sources; 4) have bibliography; 5) discuss how this project relates to your MSCP program. This assignment demonstrates diversity, ethics, research, scientific method.
5.  Final Paper on ‘Crazy All the Time: Due March 19:  Analyze 5 characters from the book and diagnose each character, using a full DSM diagnosis.  One of these 5 may be a student/intern.  Discuss how this book relates to our text/course, our class discussions and/or videos.  Discuss what  you learned/gained from the book and if you would like to have an ‘internship’ similar to these resident MD’s – defend.  Discuss how this reading has assisted you in understanding abnormality. Paper will be 6-7 pages, typed, double-spaced and discussed in small groups.  This assignment demonstrates diversity, ethics, research and the scientific method.

Scientific Method Definitions

The METHODS OF SCIENCE are only tools, tools that we use to obtain knowledge about phenomena.

The SCIENTIFIC METHOD is a set of assumptions and rules about collecting and evaluating data.  The explicitly stated assumptions and rules enable a standard, systematic method of investigation that is designed to reduce bias as much as possible.  Central to the scientific method is the collection of data, which allows investigators to put their ideas to an empirical test, outside of or apart from their personal biases.  In essence, stripped of all its glamour, scientific inquiry is nothing more THAN A WAY OF LIMITING FALSE CONCLUSIONS ABOUT NATURAL EVENTS.
Knowledge of which the credibility of a profession is based must be objective and verifiable (testable) rather than subjective and untestable.

SCIENCE is a mode of controlled inquiry to develop an objective, effective, and credible way of knowing.

The assumptions one makes regarding the basic qualities of human nature (that is, cognitive, affective, behavioral, and physiological processes) affect how one conceptualizes human behavior.

The two basic functions of scientific approach are 1) advance knowledge, to make discoveries, and to learn facts in order to improve some aspect of the world, and 2) to establish relations among events, develop theories, and this helps professionals to make predictions of future events.








Research Design And Counseling

A THEORY is a large body of interconnected propositions about how some portion of the world operates; a HYPOTHESIS is a smaller body of propositions.  HYPOTHESES are smaller versions of theories.  Some are derived or born from theories.  Others begin as researchers’ hunches and develop into theories.

The PHILOSOPHY OF SCIENCE decrees we can only falsify, not verify (prove), theories because we can never be sure that any given theory provides the best explanation for a set of observations.








Research Method In Social Relations

THEORIES are not themselves directly proved or disproved by research.  Even HYPOTHESES cannot be proved or disproved directly.  Rather, research may either support or fail to support a particular hypothesis derived from a theory. 

Scientific research has four general goals: (1) to describe behavior, (2) to predict behavior, (3) to determine the causes of behavior, and (4) to understand or explain behavior.








Methods In Behavioral Research; Cozby

In order to verify the reliability and validity of scientific research it is important to replicate the results.  It is the preponderance of evidence that establishes/supports the theory.
