	Signature Assignment
	The signature assignment for ED 460 consists of 3 lesson plans using your current (or some future) grade level based around one core subject area (language arts, math, social studies, science). 

One lesson plan will focus on multicultural education. The goal of this lesson plan is to increase awareness and sensitivity to different cultures. It will be a whole class activity.

Two other lesson plans will be differentiated for the following diverse learners:

1. One lesson plan will be differentiated for students with Specific Learning Disabilities (learning difficulties in reading and writing)

2. One lesson plan will be differentiated for students with Mental Retardation/ Intellectual Disabilities.

Students will use the differentiated lesson plan template found in LiveText.

	Other Assignments
	· An Exceptional Children Resource Manual containing characteristics of exceptional learners and instructional strategies to help them access the curriculum. This is a group project with individuals being responsible for components of the manual.

· Service Learning Assignment: This will consist of at least 15 hours working with students or young adults with learning difficulties. You will determine student need, create a plan for the student, and carry it out. Ideas will be discussed in class and strategies shared. You will keep a log of your reflections and share your experiences with the class. Assignment/tutoring options will be discussed in class. All students must register.
