Course Description:

This course will provide an overview of a variety of technology uses for the 
teachers of the future.  Emphasis will be placed on assisting students to become 
familiar with ways that technology could be used in their classrooms.

Course Goal:

The goal of this course is to make students aware of the many ways that 
educational technology can be used in classrooms. Teachers need to have a 
variety of techniques so that the students will be kept interested in the lessons 
being presented, therefore teachers must use technology to assist them in lesson 
presentation.  They also need to have the ability to use technology to make their 
jobs easier and to be more proficient. 

Course Objectives and Goals:

Participants should plan to spend 
approximately 4½ hours per week online (or more, as skills, Internet and time 
permit) exploring and examining Internet sites and related materials, reflecting on 
classmates assignments, and completing online assignments.  In addition, 
participants should plan to spend additional time offline, reading the course text, 
researching the final project, and reflecting about the course concepts. 

You are expected not only to complete each assignment, but also to reflect on 
the posts of your fellow classmates, actively engaging in discussion and 
debate about the topics that we will be covering.

Please submit each of the weekly assignments through the Week #__ discussion 
section.   This is how I will grade your assignments.  If it is not in the correct 
week #, I will not be able to grade it and give you credit for the assignment.  
Please attach your assignments or responses in this section.  Attached assignments 
here will be opened and graded. 

Instructions for maneuvering around in WEBCT can be found in the WEBCT 
help section, the WEBCT online tutorial, or through Jon Nakasone for technical 
difficulties.  It is my expectation that you are already familiar with using WEBCT 
or that you have taken the online help BEFORE the beginning of class.
