Observation: Each student will pick an early childhood education school of their choice and conduct an observation on a music center or music area in the classroom. (The observation will be posted under “Journal” on e-college icon.
Music Lesson Plan:  The students will also need to bring in a song or finger play (typed) to share; This will be added to the binder. 

Art-Lesson Plan Presentation: Each student will create an early childhood education art activity with a full lesson plan. (Please see course content icon for outline). The student will then present his/her art project to the class. The student will make enough copies for each person in the class to go in each others art portfolio. 

Portfolio: The art portfolio will be a collection of all the art work samples and lesson write ups done in class. It will also be used to hold all the classmates lesson plans as well. This will come in handy when you teach in the classroom.
