COURSE DESCRIPTION:
           

Seminar in Criminal Justice Agencies is a course which the student will complete an in-depth written research paper and presentation via power point, which demonstrates the student’s knowledge of the Criminal Justice System.  In addition, the student will also incorporate their knowledge of research methods, statistics, and the appropriate use of grammar.  The power point presentation should reflect the ability to organize and deliver their subject matter publicly.

This course gives each student the ability to examine all of various components which make up the Criminal Justice System. Prerequisites: CJ major; CJ 215; or CJ 315, and senior standing.

Attendance:
Attendance comprises of one-third of the final class grade (refer to grading policy).  Upon three absences a deficiency notice will be sent to the registrar with the recommendation that the student withdraw from the class.
