	SIGNATURE ASSIGNMENT
	Lesson plan (100 pts): Students will write a lesson plan to be due week 10. This plan will demonstrate concepts learned in the course. The lesson plan must be original and address current state standards which can be found on the web. A rubric will be provided so that students may gain an understanding of what it expected. The lesson plan should be a minimum 2 pages in length. It should be written in such a way that anyone would be able to teach the lesson. Materials, resources and step-by step instructions are required. Students should also include assessments of learning in their plan. There should also be a 1-page reflection piece that explains how the concepts learned in this course are applied in the lesson.



	Other Assignments
	Weekly reading, reflections and classroom discussion (100 possible points which includes attendance): Students are expected to read assigned chapters each week. Students will write a reflection with a minimum 200 words based on the assigned readings.  All discussions are required to be written in APA format using correct citations and at least one reference. Reflections are to be posted in e-college under the appropriate week. Students should also make a meaningful reply to at least one classmate based on their reflections. Students are awarded up to 10 pts weekly for their reflections and participation.  
Mid-Term (100pts): There will be a multiple choice mid-term exam administered week 5. The exam will consist of 100 multiple choice questions coming from chapters 1-7. A study guide will be provided to students at the end of week 3. There will be a two-hour time limit. The exam will be open book and open notes; students who have kept up with the reading will be in a better position to complete this exam successfully. Please make sure that you have been reading your text and the student manual that accompanies the text. 

Final Exam (100pts): There will be a multiple choice mid term exam administered the last week of class. The exam will cover chapters 8-15 and will be open book and notes.  A study guide will also be provided at the end of week 8. 

LATE ASSIGNMENTS: Weekly readings and discussions may be turned in late; however there will be a one point reduction in points earned for each day the assignments are late. The two exams and the lesson plan WILL NOT be accepted beyond the due date unless the student makes arrangements with the instructor before the due date or in emergency situations (documented family emergency, medical emergency or military orders). 
Absences: Chaminade University policy states that students are expected to attend all class meetings.
