Catalog Course Description

This course offers the student an opportunity to practice counseling in a community counseling setting.  In Internship A, students will spend approximately 300 hours (150 direct service hours, 150 administrative hours) in a supervised community setting with a variety of populations including individuals, groups, children, adults, and/or families working with problems and issues such as substance abuse, domestic violence, developmental disabilities and/or problems of daily living.  The total internship experience requires students to complete 600 hours (300 direct service hours, 300 administrative hours) of counseling related duties, which are distributed between Internships A and B.  Ideally, there will be an equal distribution of these hours during each term.  However, given the specific environment and site needs, the 300 hour requirement for Internship A is flexible but should include a ‘reasonable’ number of hours which will enable the student to meet course and program requirements.  During Internship B the remainder of the 600 hours will be completed. Supervision will be with a licensed mental health therapist.  Prerequisite:  PSY 646C

Program Linking Statement

This course, incorporating a 300 hour supervised Community Counseling internship, further develops and assesses the integrative clinical skills and competencies for the MSCP program student learning outcome of Clinical Instruction.

Course Description

This course is a continuation of Internship A and will continue to promote student transition from classroom to community counseling in the field.  Students will be involved in a peer supervision model that will assist students in a) the integration of self and theory with the practice of community counseling, b) the development of a personal theoretical orientation to MFT, c) the development of community counseling skills through the use of self reflection, role play, and video review, and d) the professional presentation of cases from their own clinical internship settings. The purpose of this course is to prepare you with all the basic and necessary skills to successfully complete your internship training. This class will be highly experiential by offering supervised feedback of your counseling skills. 
It is imperative that students keep all syllabi from all courses taken while in the MSCP program to facilitate the application process for licensing, certification, doctorate school application, etc.

Student Learning Outcomes

Student will demonstrate an understanding of:

Writing clear, concise, and professional chart/session notes, intake/initial 

evaluation reports, and discharge/summary reports.

Their level of skill and knowledge regarding personal and professional 

competencies.

Consultation with colleagues and other professionals involved in the care of the student’s clients.

Course Requirements

Class Meetings and Attendance

University policy requires students to attend all class meetings of the course for which they are registered.  If an emergency prevents the student from attending, the instructor should be informed. Because graduate terms are accelerated, no more than one class absence can be allowed. 
Late assignments will be accepted, but not graded.  If you have any extenuating circumstances, let me know immediately. 
Professionalism:

Students are expected to demonstrate professionalism in attendance, in active class participation, and in completion of all assignments. Students will also demonstrate professionalism at the internship sites and in accountability to themselves, to other students, and to the instructor. 

Participation:

You will be expected to be an active member of the class, contributing to discussions and volunteering to participate in role plays. 15pts. 
Weekly Journal:
You will complete and submit a weekly log that includes lessons learned from counseling and supervision experiences. You may use the log to journal about your concerns, thoughts, feelings, and experiences.  Issues related to ethical and cultural considerations should also be addressed in your journal.  Journal entries must be typewritten to receive credit. If you have any problems related to your internship site it is expected that you will document them in your log and discuss them with either your site supervisor, clinical director, and/or internship instructor., This journal is in addition to the Weekly Supervision Review Form  (WSRF) 10 pts
Weekly Supervision Prep Form:
Please prepare your WSPF’s before you see your supervisor.  You will be required to turn this in each week. 10pts
Internship Log:

The internship log must be kept with all hours entered and categorized.  The log must be signed by your supervisor FIRST and then by your internship instructor.  You are required to complete a total of 700 internship hours by the end of Internship B.  You must complete an approximate total of 150 hours of direct service and 150 hours administrative by the end of this class in order to pass Internship B.  
You are responsible to keep a log of your hours (see Internship Handbook), add your hours at the end of the course and have both your Internship Site Supervisor and Internship Instructor sign your log. The log is due the last day of class. 
Videotaped Demonstration:

This in class assignment will be a 15 minute video taped session of a “peer client” role play counseling session. Tape of session will be presented in class with feedback given by classmates and instructor. You are responsible for bringing your own blank tape for recording the session.  10pts 

Oral/Written In-Class Case Presentations and Tapes
Students will complete 3 written case presentations. Of these 3 written cases, 2 of them will be presented in class.  Cases should be of a client that you have seen AT LEAST 3 times so that relevant background information can be obtained.  The oral case presentation must be accompanied by an audio, videotape, or verbatim transcription of a 10 minute segment of a counseling session. Audio, videotape, or verbatim transcripts are to be presented in conjunction with the oral case presentation in class. In addition, students are required to select 2 relevant current (within the last 5 years) journal articles which integrate clinical case material with the literature on a specific clinical problem area and present a brief overview of the journal articles along with their case presentations.  The presentation of the journal articles should be approximately 10-15 minutes.  The presentation, including the case, the video/audio tape, and the journal articles should be approximately 45-50 minutes total.  As noted in the internship handbook "Internship students must show an appropriate copy of the informed consent form (as specified below) to the Internship Instructor prior to presenting a case to the class.” Specifically, on the copy of the informed consent form, the identifying information and identity/signature of the client or responsible party should be either "blacked out" or a code name or number used so that the client's identifying information is not legible.  However, the signature of the site supervisor and the student must be visible.  

A schedule for case presentations will be determined at the first class meeting. Case presentations will be evaluated based on the format guidelines, which will be given during the first class meeting also.  20 pts each (total 60 pts)
Paper #1: Therapeutic Style Paper and Presentation: 

Each student will write a brief paper (2-3pages) describing their awareness of their current therapeutic style (orientation, theoretical basis) Guidelines will be discussed in class 10 pts
Site Supervisor’s Evaluation:  Must be returned by Week 7.  This will factor strongly into your grade (25%).  If you do not pass this, you will not pass Internship B. 20pts

Attendance 

If you miss more than one class, you will be given a “C” and you must retake the class.     (Graduate programs policy) Tardiness is defined as being late to class 15min. or more or leaving class more than 15 min early.  In either instance, 3 occurrences will be counted as a missed class and more than 3 occurrences will result in a grade of “C” and you must retake the class.

Week 4:  Check-in by each student, questions regarding student’s internship experience, case and/or video presentations.

Week 5:  Check-in by each student, questions regarding student’s internship experience, case and/or video presentations.  2nd written case summary due

Week 6:  Check-in by each student, questions regarding student’s internship experience, case and/or video presentations.

Week 7:  Check-in by each student, questions regarding student’s internship experience, case and/or video presentations. 3rd written case summary due

Week 8:  Check-in by each student, questions regarding student’s internship experience, case and/or video presentations.  Therapeutic Style Paper and presentation due
Week 9:  Check-in by each student, questions regarding student’s internship experience, case and/or video presentations.  If necessary continue Therapeutic Style Paper and presentations.
Week 10:  Check-in by each student, questions regarding student’s internship experience, case and/or video presentations. Wrap up and course evaluations. All hours logs, supervisor evaluations, etc. must be completed and turned in by the end of class.  

Marianist Educational Values

Chaminade University is a Catholic, Marianist University.  The five characteristics of a Marianist education are:  

1. Educate for Formation in Faith

Catholic Universities affirm an intricate relationship between reason and faith.  As important as discursive and logical formulations and critical thinking are, they are not able to capture all that can be and ought to be learned.  Intellectual rigor coupled with respectful humility provide a more profound preparation for both career and life.  Intellectual rigor characterizes the pursuit of all that can be learned.  Respectful humility reminds people of faith that they need to learn from those who are of other faiths and cultures, as well as from those who may have no religious faith at all.

2. Provide an Excellent Education

In the Marianist approach to education, “excellence” includes the whole person, not just the technician or rhetorician.  Marianist universities educate whole persons, developing their physical, psychological, intellectual, moral, spiritual and social qualities.  Faculty and students attend to fundamental moral attitudes, develop their personal talents and acquire skills that will help them learn all their lives.  The Marianist approach to education links theory and practice, liberal and professional education.  Our age has been deeply shaped by science and technology.  Most recently, information and educational technologies have changed the way faculty and students research and teach.  At Marianist Universities, two goals are pursued simultaneously:  an appropriate use of information technology for learning, and the enhancement of interaction between students and teachers.  As Catholic, Marianist Universities seek to embrace diverse peoples and understand diverse cultures, convinced that 
ultimately, when such people come together, one of the highest purposes of education is realized: a human community that respects every individual within it.

3. Educate in Family Spirit

Known for their strong sense of community, Marianists have traditionally spoken of this sense as “family spirit.”  Marianist educational experience fosters the development of a community characterized by a sense of family spirit that accepts each person with loving respect, and draws everyone in the university into the challenge of community building.  Family spirit also enables Marianist universities to challenge their students, faculty and staff to excellence and 

maturity, because the acceptance and love of a community gives its members the courage to risk failure and the joy of sharing success.

4. Educate for Service, Justice, and Peace

The Marianist approach to higher education is deeply committed to the common good.  The intellectual life itself is undertaken as a form of service in the interest of justice and peace, and the university curriculum is designed to connect the classroom with the wider world.  In addition, Marianist universities extend a special concern for the poor and marginalized and promote the dignity, rights and responsibilities of all people.  

5. Educate for Adaptation to Change

In the midst of rapid social and technological change, Marianist universities readily adapt and change their methods and structures so that the wisdom of their educational philosophy and spirituality may be transmitted even more fully.  “New times call for new methods,” Father Chaminade often repeated.  The Marianist University faces the future confidently, on the one hand knowing that it draws on a rich educational philosophy, and on the other fully aware for that philosophy to remain vibrant in changing times, adaptations need to be made.
