	This course focuses on the philosophy and rationale for the teaching of K-6 
language arts. Focus is on content knowledge and pedagogical strategies that support the optimal development of oral language, reading, and writing skills. The influence of culture in language and strategies for developing a language rich-environment that meets the needs of all learners is included.

	UNIVERSITY POLICIES 
	Attendance
Students are expected to attend regularly all courses for which they are registered. This is included in Dispositions for Teaching. 5. Carefully analyze and synthesize material and ideas borrowed from sources. In addition, the sources of the borrowed material should be correctly acknowledged to avoid plagiarism. 
6. Use APA style. (see www.apastyle.org )

Plagiarism - “Plagiarism is the offering of work of another as one's own. Plagiarism is a serious offense and may include, but is not limited to, the following:

1. Complete or partial copying directly from a published or unpublished source without proper acknowledgment to the author. Minor changes in wording or syntax are not sufficient to avoid charges of plagiarism. Proper acknowledgment of the source of a text is always mandatory. 

2. Paraphrasing the work of another without proper author acknowledgment. 

3. Submitting as one's own original work (however freely given or purchased) the original exam, research paper, manuscript, report, computer file, or other assignment that has been prepared by another individual.

      NOTES ON ASSIGNMENTS AND ATTENDANCE
Textbook:  Each week, read and note your personal reactions, questions and connections to the assigned chapters before the Tuesday class. (Same chapter for Thursday class.)  Submit a hand-written learning log entry each Tuesday, no more than one page in length, beginning Jan. 20.  Write about one aspect of the reading assignment that was especially interesting to you. 

 Since the textbook will be used regularly, bring it to class except on days with guest speakers. 
Quizzes: There will be two quizzes or assessments based on a blending of in-class and textbook learning with Praxis II practice questions. The final exam will be on eCollege.
Observation and Participation (first half of the semester):  Your O&P experience is central to your learning in this course. For each visit, use the directions found on eCollege to write a report which you will submit then share with classmates on-line. (The pattern: Tuesday-hard copy of report. Thursday-report is returned, revised and posted on eCollege for a one-week discussion with your group 3 times.)

Signature Assignment (2nd half of the semester): Create a mini-unit consisting of three lesson plans.  The teaching strategies used in the lesson plans must be research-based and chosen for use in language arts.  The lesson plans must be sequential and/or connected by a unifying theme from children’s literature (one book, author, genre, theme, etc.)  Connections to the Hawaii Content and Performance Standards  (HCPS III), Benchmarks and GLOs must be clearly identified.
 See LiveText and eCollege for template and rubric. One of the plans should focus on reading, another on writing, and the third on one of the other areas of language arts (listening, speaking, viewing or visually representing). All should be related to the same children’s book, author of children’s books, or a particular genre or theme. The main ideas for the plan must be submitted and approved by the end of Week 8. You are encouraged to work with a partner, with individual submission of SA on LiveText.  Plan a presentation of highlights of your mini-unit for the last 4 weeks of the semester (sign up for a date via eCollege at any time, starting now).

Guest speakers:  Within two days after the class, use eCollege to share a reflection on what you learned from the speaker and how you will take this into your own teaching. The unique experiences of guests provide an important learning opportunity for us now, and for your students in the future. By posting your own thoughts and reading those of your classmates, learning will be extended and deepened. The first guest is Jan.22 so your eCollege post is due by midnight Jan. 25.
Webliography:  Locate and evaluate a web site related to the content of this course (for example, www.readwritethink ).  Use the “Webliography” tool in eCollege to share your site by Feb. 19th.
Service Learning:  A minimum of 3 hours of volunteer literacy tutoring with follow-up reflection on how the experience enhanced your learning about any aspect of the course.  Discuss additional hours with instructor. May be combined with S-L in another course.  Complete S-L registration by Feb. 10 at: http://www.chaminade.edu/service_learning/ .  Additional information will be posted on eCollege soon.
Attendance:  Excessive absences (3 or more) and/or tardies (over 10 minutes=absence) will result in a lowering of final grade by one letter.  You are responsible for discussing any planned or unplanned absences or tardies. Use email for this or stay after class to discuss the absence or tardy with me.
