	ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
	Format:  The time for this class is flexible as it is held online. Each week of this class begins on Monday and ends on Sunday. There will be weekly discussion. Assignments are due on Fridays and reflections are due on Sundays. Students are expected to log on a minimum of four out of seven days and to post substantial responses/discussions. Course format includes online discussions, team collaboration, individual assignments, and a final project. This course is designed to be interactive through the use of class forum/discussions and email. The class forums include responding through posts/topics/questions and responding to the posts of others. Students must respond and interact to the posts of others in order to receive full participations points for that week. Certain assignments require students to send work as attachments via email. I will ask for feedback relating to course format and content and will provide ongoing feedback to students about their progress. Students should use the class or individual email for questions or comments on the course content/procedures.
Commitment:  Student commitment is very important in this course.  Points will be deducted for the late submittal of any assignment.  A zero will be given for any assignment not turned-in by the last class session June 15, 2009.  Use APA format when submitting your assignments.
Incomplete:  An incomplete (I) grade will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor has taken place; prior to the deadline for submitted grades to the Registrar’s Office.  Incompletes may be given if the student is unable to complete a portion of the work due to circumstances beyond his/her control.  The student and the instructor must sign the “incomplete contract.” It will specify that the work must be completed within 90 days or the incomplete will revert to the grade the student would have earned (specified on the incomplete contract).  Since the instructor is available through e-mail and can be reached by phone, you will be encouraged and offered assistance to complete course requirements by the end of the course.
 
Attendance and Participation: Every absence or partial absence will mean that vital course content will be missed and the ability to participate in on-line activities will be diminished.  All students are expected to participate in these discussions. On-line attendance is mandatory.  Therefore, there is no exception for absences.  
 
Late Assignments:
It is assumed that all students will perform professionally in preparing work required for this class and will submit all assignments by their due date. A sample lesson plan template will be given. 2. Do a lesson plan reflection. How did your differentiated lesson plan turn out when you presented it to your class? What were the pros and cons of the lesson? When you differentiated your lesson were your exceptional learners successful? What changes would you need in order to ensure that they will be successful? How would you improve this lesson? 1 page minimum. Differentiated lesson plan/reflection due Week 2. Worth 25 points.
 
Final Project:  This assignment is a research paper on one of the mild/moderate disabilities. It will give you the opportunity to demonstrate a thorough investigation of the etiology, prevalence, formal and informal assessments used, teaching strategies, interventions, and supports used for a student with one category of mild/moderate disabilities.  This final project will be applicable to your individual teaching/work experience and your interests on current issues related to teaching students with special needs. Minimum 6 pages double spaced, APA format, include 4 different references, citing references throughout your paper, and a reference page. Due Week 10.  Worth 25 points.
