	This course surveys the field of sociology with respect to mental health and mental illness.  This includes the social problems derived from one’s mental and emotional condition, extreme levels of social stress operating in the social environment, and the psychosocial experiences of the mentally ill. The plan of this course focuses on the societal dimensions of mental illness and the barriers to social well-being and social adjustment. It is taught from a multifaceted approach that embraces cross-cultural, social-psychological, and social epidemiological perspectives. 

Students are expected to define the problem of mental disorder from a sociological perspective; become familiar with major issues and problems related to mental disorders found in the sociological literature; develop an understanding of sociological theories and models that explain social factors related to mental illness, and become familiar with mental disorder risk assessment instruments.

Student objectives/learning outcomes demonstrate knowledge of the following:

1) Competing theoretical models seeking to explain mental disorders.

2) The understanding (to analyze) mental disorders from the sociological and the social-psychological perspectives, to include analysis within a larger social context.

3) The nature of the relationships of correlates of mental disorders. 

4) The nature of specific mental disorders discussed in the course. 

Program outcomes:  This course develops and assesses the understanding of the reciprocal relationships between the individual and the group (ethnic or society).

This course will rely principally on lectures, small group discussion, videos, student presentations, and periodic Power Point presentations.

Course Objectives:

Upon successful completion of SO 407, the student will:

· Think critically and analyze everyday life and social events from the sociological perspective

· Know the major theoretical perspectives of Sociology and Mental Illness

· Utilize basic sociological research

· Knowledge of risk factors and the epidemiological sources of mental disorders

· Awareness of social reactions to mental disorders

· Explain, sociologically, major social issues and problems related to mental illness using various case study examples

· Work collaboratively in small group tasks in order to explore and explain topical issues in social life

Policies and Procedures:

Reaction Papers:  The reaction papers are typed, double-spaced, 3-page essays.  They do not require exhaustive research, but if you do plan to reference from the literature, be sure you properly site your paper by giving credit to the named author.  The purpose behind the reaction papers is precisely what it says, to discuss your personal reaction to the pertinent sociological issue, problem, or concept discussed during the previous lecture(s).  Please use your critical thinking in analyzing the social issue or problem presented.  The use of your sociological imagination will be very important in addressing the topic in question.  I will have the reaction paper questions prepared for you on the Tuesday of July 21st and Aug 11th, respectively, before the reaction papers are due the following Tuesday on July 28th and Aug. 18th, respectively.  Each reaction paper is worth 10 points or 10% of your grade, totaling 20 points or 20% of your total grade.

Research Project Presentation: On the 6th session, Aug 11th, I will handout your research project assignment. You will choose the particular research topic available.  Please be ready to present your research on the last day of class, Sept 8th.  You can use Power Point to orally present your research, or any type of display/poster board would be an adequate alternative. You will orally present your research, which should be at least a 20 – 30 minute presentation, with questions and answers at the end.  Your research presentation will be worth 15 points or 15 percent of your total grade. 

Small Group Discussions: In every class section, you will be expected to breakup into teams of 2 – 3 students.  Each team will be asked to discuss their ideas, opinions, and theory to the rest of the class.  These small group discussions will be worth 10 points or 10 percent of your total grade.

Participation; All students are expected to fully participate in everyday class discussions. Your opinion, ideas, personal experience, and knowledge will contribute greatly to the class.  You will be subsequently rewarded for your full participation by receiving 5 points or 5 percent of your total grade.

Mid-Term and Final Exam:  The Mid-Term and Final Exam will include coursework materials and chapters taken from Gallagher’s The Sociology of Mental Illness; and course materials taken from the lectures.  Both exams will include a combination of multiple- choice questions, short answer questions, and one essay question. There will be opportunities to receive extra credit for both exams.  The Mid-term held on Aug 4th and the Final Exam held on Sept 8th will be worth 25 points each or in total, 50 percent of your total grade.  
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
