As a pedagogy, service-learning emerges from experiential learning theory and encourages active student involvement in the learning process. Service-Learning is Chaminade’s Mission Statement in action and helps to bridge the “real world” and the classroom. 

Notes on Assignments:
 Signature Assignment - Consider your own plans and interests.  By Wednesday, select one particular focus (same Twenty Questions but not same question as last week) that can be connected to this week’s readings and in-class experiences. Develop a product (wall display, lesson ideas, PowerPoint) which you will (a) share with the class, and (b) reflect on in a 2-3-page paper. In your paper, tell why you made your selection, what you learned from your efforts, what questions/work remain, and what value this has for you and your future students. Paper can be submitted within four days of end of class.  Share engaging highlights with the class on Friday.
Collaborative books – Compile one for grades 3, 4 and 5; finish Thursday, share at Palolo on Friday.

Bookmark - Guide each of your Palolo students in a reflection on what they have learned about themselves as readers, writers and inquirers.  Using their words, create a bookmark or other concrete reminder so they can use this understanding as independent readers and writers.  (C-TRAC has all necessary materials)

Final exam:  The final exam is your response to any 3 (not previously used) from Twenty  Questions list. 

Journal: Using the blue book provided, write about something you learned each day while at Palolo or in class. This will become a dialog with your instructor, and can be used when you write your S-L paper. 
Service-Learning Paper:  A 3-4 page paper to be submitted within three days of end of last class (end of week two for most) which demonstrates an understanding of the connection between academic work and real-life situations. Include answers to some of these questions from the Service-Learning web site, http://www.chaminade.edu/service_learning  How do you feel about your service? What did you do that was effective or ineffective? What did you learn about yourself? (Your wants, needs, goals, values, skills, and attitudes?) How does your understanding of the community change as a result of your experience? How does your service connect with what you learn in class? 
Field Trip Preparation:  Guide your students in understanding the connection between last week’s science inquiries and the field trip they will be taking on Monday, June 29 to the state capitol. Encourage children to have questions about the trip, what they will see, who they will meet (a state senator who is active in recycling work).  In terms of state standards, this supports meeting Standard 5, Political Science/Civics: PARTICIPATION AND CITIZENSHIP-Understand roles, rights (personal, economic, political), and responsibilities of American citizens and exercise them in civic action.
