	CATALOG DESCRIPTION :  
	The focus of this course is on issues of positive and negative peace, social justice and educational change with implications for cultural and educational structures and classroom practice as they apply to a more just society.



	MAJOR COURSE TOPICS
	It is important for educators to explore and to understand the paradigm shifts occurring today that are redefining teaching and learning for the 21st century.  The paradigm shifts in question refer to transformative change rather than simply reforming existing societal and educational structures.  The underlying assumption is that long-term transformation toward a more just and compassionate society is accomplished through cultural change, and institutionalized in social, political and educational structures.

The exploration of educational structures is intended to identify and to address issues of structural violence in society, in general, and in schools in particular.  This exploration leads naturally to the discovery of educational strategies that embody the ideals of a just society.  Therefore, pertaining to schools, this course will focus on analyzing issues of peace, social justice and educational transformation.

Each week students will post assignments on the appropriate thread.  Use critical thinking to formulate your ideas, reactions, and analyses of the concepts and issues.  Your assignments will be posted for the other students and professor to read.  You will receive the posted points for your weekly assignments based on the rubric below. Your discussions are due by Sunday – midnight – Hawaii time of each week.

Rubric for Weekly Discussions (Readings from the text)

10 – Discussions accurately reflect topics being discussed.  Multiple sources of evidence were used to justify responses.  Discussions had insight and were thoroughly discussed.

5 – Discussions somewhat reflect topics being discussed. Only one or     two sources were cited.  Discussions lacked thoroughness and insight was lacking.

0 – Discussions were not accurate.  No works cited.

Response assignments  ( 24 @ 3 points each – 72 points total)

Each week students will respond to the posting of other students derived from the weekly assignments; these are based on readings from the text, and all other assignments. Your responses will be interactive with other students in the class.  Read your classmates’ assignments and respond to a minimum of two.  Indicate in red, R1 or R2 next to your name so that I will know that you have submitted both responses for the week. Be sure to identify the name of person you are responding to each time you post. 

Also be sure to identify yourself when you sign off. This greatly helps in keeping track of 

your earned points.

You will receive 0 – 3 points weekly toward your final grade for the quality of your interactive responses to other students in the class.  Your responses to classmates are due by Tuesday - midnight – Hawaii time of each week.
Rubric for Weekly Responses  

3 – Responses  accurately reflect topics being discussed.  Multiple sources of evidence were used to justify responses.  Responses had insight and were thoroughly discussed.

   2 – Responses partially reflect topics being discussed. Only one or two sources of    evidence were cited.  Response lacked thorough discussion and insight was lacking.

    1 – Most responses were not accurate.  No evidence was cited.

 Electronic Journal:  (20 points) You will present one electronic journal during Week Eight. Observe and record the behaviors and interactions of a selected student (confidential) as they relate to this class for one week (daily). Report your observations to the group (post on-line) and explain how the concepts of Peace and Social Justice and Educational Reform either were applied or not applied in the given situation.


Peace, Social Justice and Educational Transformation paper: 
(25 points)
Each student will select a topic that will demonstrate your knowledge, understanding and ability to use the information from this course for educational change toward peace and justice.  In narrative form, 8 – 9 pages will be typewritten.  The appendices and bibliography are not included in the 8 – 9 pages.  The following questions will be researched and answered:  what is the change; what are the causes of the needed change; what benefits and outcomes will be made if the change is implemented; what processes would you need to make the change; and what personnel would be involved?  Use specific examples in the school or system (anonymously).  Citations by experts will be utilized in the paper to strengthen your important points, feelings and opinions.  Course textbooks for reference are optional.  At least 1 reference from the Selected Readings found on the next page will be used.  The APA format will be used for this paper.
