	ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS:
	Format:  The time for this class is flexible as it is held online. Each week of this class begins on Monday and ends on Sunday. There will be weekly discussion questions. Assignments/discussion questions are due on Saturdays and responding to posts is due on Sundays. Course format includes chapter readings, online discussions and a signature assignment. This course is designed to be interactive through the use of class forum/discussions and email. The class forums include responding through posts/topics/questions and responding to the posts of others. Students must respond and interact to the posts of others in order to receive full participations points for that week. I will ask for feedback relating to course format and content and will provide ongoing feedback to students about their progress. Students should use the class or individual email for questions or comments on the course content/procedures.
Commitment:  Student commitment is very important in this course.  Points will be deducted for the late submittal of any assignment.  A zero will be given for any assignment not turned-in by the last class session September 12, 2009.  Use APA format when submitting your assignments.


Incomplete:  An incomplete (I) grade will be given only under emergency situations and much dialogue between the student and instructor has taken place; prior to the deadline for submitted grades to the Registrar’s Office.  Incompletes may be given if the student is unable to complete a portion of the work due to circumstances beyond his/her control.  The student and the instructor must sign the “incomplete contract.” It will specify that the work must be completed within 90 days or the incomplete will revert to the grade the student would have earned (specified on the incomplete contract).  Since the instructor is available through e-mail and can be reached by phone, you will be encouraged and offered assistance to complete course requirements by the end of the course.

Attendance and Participation: All students are expected to participate in on-line discussions. On-line attendance is mandatory.  Therefore, there is no exception for absences.  

Late Assignments:
It is assumed that all students will perform professionally in preparing work required for this class and will submit all assignments by their due date. This course has a heavy workload.  Assignments not received by the respective due date will be considered late and points will be deducted.  Please contact me if you anticipate work being late for a legitimate reason.  Work submitted late without proper authorization from me may be marked down.  It is strongly suggested that all assignments be turned in on time.  During the course itself, students will achieve certain learning outcomes.  All performance assessment will depend upon the accomplishment of these outcomes.  It is the responsibility of the student to be prepared and current for each week.
