This is an introductory forensic photography laboratory course.  The course will begin with basic photographic exercises and assignments to bring the participants to a level of knowledge to accomplish general photographic work at an intermediate level.  The emphasis will then change to provide the student with photographic exercises that encompass the most commonly occurring photographic assignments for Crime Scene Investigators.  This course will require substantial outside effort on the part of the student.
