     Course Description: ID 230 is an introduction to architectural and interior materials, building systems, basic construction techniques and environmental support systems, including HVAC, electrical and plumping systems. The course is designed to give students practical information about materials specified by architects and interior designers to communicate with other members of the construction industry.

Materials needed for class. One expanding file, One measuring tape, Graph paper ¼ inch grid, Template with basic sizes of Kitchen and Bath fixtures, Architectural scale, and presentation supplies. Disposable camera is optional. Various presentation materials such as mat board tracing paper and foam core. Students are encouraged to use resources in the interior design studios for projects.

ID201 examines various facets of Interior design, its purpose, its place in the workforce, and its contribution to the quality of life both individually and corporately.

GRADING:  Grading is on a percentage point system:

Deficiency reports are sent to the registrar and your advisor if your grade falls below a 70% or you have four unexcused absences.  A 2.5 GPA is required for declared majors in the CUH Interior Design Program. 
Grading requirements and percentages: Each assignment will be count equally toward your final Grade. You will receive a presentation grade and a problem solving grade for each project. A list of requirements will be provided points are deducted for missing items and presentation. A project is due the day of presentation if the project is not turned in the day of presentation a failing grade will be given for that portion of the project. The 
problem solving grade will be lowered on letter grade for every day the project is not turned in to instructor. Class participation is required four unexcused absences will lower a students final grade by 10%.  Each assignment is considered of equal importance, Lecture days and site visits will be difficult to make up so attendance is very important.  

Students enrolled in the Chaminade Interior Design Program as a declared major must attend portfolio review as part of there final exam. Please note the date, time,  and location of the event. This will be considered part of your class participation grade.  

ATTENDENCE:  Failure to attend class and complete assignments by the due date could result in a lower final grade in this course (10 %).  Attendance is mandatory at class meeting times and students are encouraged to use assigned work-days as a time to work on projects independently in the computer lab or in the field. If student chooses to work in the field on these days the student must email or call office to inform instructor of plans.  Please read the assigned text before each class. Student participation in class discussions is required.

· Be exposed to interior design business principles and practices;

· Gain a practical knowledge of LEED standards for interior and exterior materials and components
· Develop a professional portfolio my creating custom interior decorative elements.
· Thoughtfully approach and research the special needs of consumers using materials typically used in the kitchen and bath Industry
· Learn to research materials needed for various residential kitchen and bath environments 

· Improve basic communication and writing skills, enhance modes of self-expression, critical thinking and analysis of information.
