ID 380 Introduction to Yacht Design
Directed Study Fall 2009

     This course is an introduction to Yacht Design. This course will be a research based course where the student will study the history of Nautical Architecture and how this discipline of architecture has evolved into the specialized field of Yacht Design. Both historic ships and contemporary design will be explored. The student will explore materials used for yacht construction and how the field has changed as new materials are introduced into the market place. Building Codes and weight restrictions will be explored to examine the construction of vessels and how this might restrict the use of certain materials in the ships construction. The student will be required to pick a particular vessel size suitable for an interiors project and submit plans and renderings of a finished project and submit a binder of research conducted throughout the semester. A series of site visits will be required as well as interviews with current Yacht designers practicing in the field today in Hawaii and the United States.
