COURSE DESCRIPTION

The orchestra meets Monday evenings from 7:00-9:30 pm in Ching Conference Center for rehearsals.    You may participate in the Orchestra as a member of the class, for credit, or without credit for enjoyment only.  The class is open to all Chaminade students, faculty, staff, and members of the greater Honolulu community who have the ability to play an orchestral instrument and the commitment to attend rehearsals.   You may repeat the class as many times as you like, as content changes each semester.
