Course Description

ID217 is a basic introduction to the use of AutoCAD 2008 focusing on its use in design and production.

Course Objectives

Upon successful completion of the class each student is expected to be able to use AutoCAD to document an existing condition, use the program to facilitate a design, and produce a set of drawings for presentation. The goal of the class is that each student be able to confidently use the software in a working environment. Focus will be placed on organization of files and creating file structure appropriate for an interior design or architectural office.
